Monica explained what is currently going on regarding templates and advised that a future profile or next generation profile needs may come out of an expanded universe and will provide another opportunity for expanding ebXML Registry visibility around expanded business process integration from a group labeled as business users (2 groups could be business users ((Modelers and BPMN users who visualize as analysts)) (this is not set in stone)

It was generally agreed that another document (not called a profile) might well be the route forward.  The terms User guide and implementation guide seem good fits.   We will do more work on that
