3. ebXML Registry Profile for Web Ontology status:

Kathryn reported that all required edits have been completed and the 3 versions of the document have been forwarded to OASIS to set up the 60 day public review. See documents posted by Asuman on December 6th.

4. IPR Transition process:
The TC continued the discussion regarding the IPR Transition process.  After discussion Carl made the motion that the TC vote on requesting the OASIS ballot for the IPR Transition to the Royalty-free on Limited Terms Mode, which is the mode we would prefer. Motion was seconded. Verbal vote taken: no objections. Passed. Action item: Kathryn, submit the request for the IPR Transition ballot from OASIS.
ACTION ITEM: Kathryn – request ballot for IPR transition

5. Status on submitting ebXML Registry 3.0 standards to ISO:
The TC discussed the submission of the version 3.0 specs to ISO and as discussed at the last meeting, would like to do this as soon as possible, and therefore would like to go with the ebBP submission if possible. However, we acknowledge that we do not want to hold up that TCs submission either. There were several questions about what was included in the ISO submission package, value of doing a white paper and how that would be included, and how to handle the errata.  Kathryn agreed to call Jamie for clarification on several points.
ACTION ITEM: Kathryn – call Jamie regarding questions.

6. Development of errata:

Farrukh lead the group through the existing list of bugs and identified those that are not substantive and would be appropriate for an errata.  There are 3 – 4 items.  Kathryn agreed to put together the first draft of the errata and post for the group.  There were a couple questions on this as well which Kathryn agreed to speak to Jamie about.
ACTION ITEM: Kathryn – start draft Errata; contact Jamie regarding questions.
7. User guide for profiles status:

ACTION ITEM: All – review the draft and comment, add content, etc.

8. Proposed outline for OGC discussion

We discussed the outline Farrukh had proposed for this discussion to be held next week.  The outline looks good.  Comments included emphasizing the adoption and implementation of ebXML RIM (this is what the OGC are most interested in) and downplaying the ebXML RS at this time as the OGC is not ready for that discussion yet, and the emphasis is on encouraging their acceptance of the ebXML RIM.

ACTION ITEM: All – send info on any known implementations of ebRIM so we can have as complete a list as possible for the presentation.  Farrukh – generate slides for the presentation as outlined.
