martin: Keep it simple and focus on function and solutions.

najmi: Spoke to Infravio's marketing lead. His view is similar to mine on SOA Governance. Need to make decision as quickly as practical so the demonstration and the brief can support the focus.  Concentrate on design and runtime governance (describes focus and the demonstration).

martin: Focus on SOA Governance limits use cases for what community perceives of registry function and use.

breininger: Agrees.

Group discusses the slide number and content relative to this topic of focus.

martin: Suggest to rearrange the slides to show breadth of Registry and then frame as concentrating on an area of specific interest, SOA Governance.

breininger: Agreed with further explanation.

najmi: Here is why I had the order I did - want to look at problem without proposing solutions.

Discuss options.

breininger: Concerned about framing in only SOA.

najmi: My deployment experience is SOA is broader than thought.

stojanovic: There are 2-3 major topics of interest - talk about universal aspect first. Supports Breininger position.

breininger: Can I do the overview and then handoff to you on SOA and SOA Governance. Start with TC and specification overview (slides 15-18 + adoption).

najmi: Don't highlight deployments unless we have newer information.

hass: Add UNSPSC work. Identify uses for version and federated information management for example.

najmi: Can update the slides - 2 minutes per.

....Agreed on focus and approach. Discussed slides specifically:

      1. Including deployment, design time, and multiple architectural

         approaches.

      2. Need to separate design and deployment/runtime

      3. Be clear about what aspect we are discussing.

      4. Expose design time aspects so we take a top-down approach.

      5. Acknowledge we can enable partners regardless of SOA deployment.

      6. On quality engineering, a domain looks at a flow. Where does

         the process end; what steps fit where? Make the language more

         friendly.
