A new REST binding spec draft is available for review. See next agenda item.

4. ebXML Registry Binding for REST 
We discussed the draft REST Binding specification. In general team felt the spec was on target. The following issues were discussed:

Need to add support for versioning of resources and registry spec

Need to support latest version

Need to support exact version

Consensus to use canonical URL param version=latest or version=1.5

WADL: Farrukh looking at it

Not yet a standards track

Suggest we have a non-normative wadl description

David has seen some critical articles on WADL. David will send links.

Nikola: Is it too restrictive to have a canonical name based URL matching algorithm? Suggest that canonical name SHOULD not be too long or unwieldy. Think of it like a file name.
Farrukh: Lets allow objects with no canonical names or non-uniquely named siblings but just say that they will not be addressable via REST interface

Nikola: Do we need a pluggable algorithms for URL matching

Farrukh: Lets keep this very simple and not specify pluggable algorithms
Nikola: lets at least say that implementations MAY support pluggable URL. 
All agree

David to author chapter on "Client development" with some key use cases

5. ebXML TC going forward

Kathryn updated us about ebXML JC meeting last Monday. The regrep 3.0 ISO submission is in committee and under review after some initial delays. Erratas will be part of the package.

Farrukh: Can we do another version of errata and a 3.02 spec to fix bugs identified on regrep-comments list?
Team agreed that Farrukh and Nikola will do revision next week and put it up for TC approval vote.
Kathryn: ebms and eb-cppa winding down and may form a consolidated TC for maintenance. The current ebXML JC structure will be changing at the end of the year, as JCs will no longer be an option.
Farrukh: RegRep is not winding down and we should keep our own TC and list. Lets use main regrep list and do away with SCs and SC lists. All agree
