Relevant Requirements

As requirements are not yet defined, a specific one cannot be pinpointed, but it is believed that this CR will be important for precision.

Description

ISO codes for Countries, Regions, and Currency can change over time.  For rights expressions, this poses problems when an expression written at one time can have its interpretation change as time passes.

Because of the complexity of the way in which these codes are revised, and in order to have a standard way (among implementations created at different times) to refer to a particular meaning of the codes, the high-level approach is to add, along with each code, the date the code was introduced with its present meaning.

For the exact details of how we believe this high-level approach should be implemented, please see the attached document, which is our committee draft.
