Charter/Goals:

1. Provide “sanity check” to the specification process

· Can we implement what we specify?

· Will it achieve the goals of the initiative?

2. Provide the required OASIS guidelines to promote to a standard

· 3 implementations before it becomes a standard (we need to research this)
3. Provide a conformance suite against which the implementations can be checked  

· Does an implementation satisfy the spirit of the spec?

· Will it interoperate?

4. Work with other standards and groups for interoperability and usage

5. Follow thru (after the specification is delivered) and act as a consulting forum

6. Provide support (and possibly a touch point) for participation in industry gatherings and conferences

Stretch goals:

1. Have a preliminary prototype developed by the time the spec is version 0.5

2. Have a full prototype ready 30 days after the final version (1st July, 2001)

3. Provide an “Apache” like open source implementation

4. Provide a “demo” (possibly a CD version) which can be used for industry gatherings and conferences
