2. Approval of previous minutes

No minutes were taken of the previous telecon of 2004-10-28. CRA will be responsible for minutes of today’s telecon.

Progress report: Indirect Taxation (TASC) [reported by Andy Greener]

Good progress is being made:

· Scope Document is evolving.

· Candidate Reference Model is approaching completion and expected to publish before end of year.

· Glossary will be reviewed in two weeks.

· Should be possible to do formal review (e.g. of UBL) at FTF meeting – in time to meet UBL 1.1 deadline.

Progress report: CoR (BASC) [reported by John Glaubitz]

· Taxpayer Identification document has been posted to KAVI for all of Tax XML TC to review and comment.

· Met with IRS to get detailed analysis of how they do things. UK has been analyzing report and will use as a template, hope is that Canada can use it as a template as well.

· After that, the three jurisdictions will look at their interactions.

· Arndt Liesen will review STF schemas as progress is made.

· Hope is to get process analysis stuff back from jurisdictions before Sydney FTF, to get more formal specification.

UBL/XBRL working group, UBL survey [reported by Sylvia Webb]

· Working group had another meeting, better understanding of what some members (e.g. Eric Cohen and Andy Greener) were expecting.

· UBL is very interested in working with XBRL and Tax XML, has no resources to do analysis but will help with our work.

· It was agreed to include a session at the Sydney FTF and devote a couple of hours to this subject.

Developments on OAGIS [reported by Sylvia Webb]

· Alex Fiteni had requested a session be added to an OAGIS meeting to discuss OAGIS 9 tax components. The meeting did not occur as all relevant OAGIS members attended another session.

· Only OAGIS members can see the tax core components but nothing has been posted.

· OAGIS has no formal procedures for liaison with other groups but is working on them. We may need to make another formal request for a Tax XML – OAGIS liaison but should continue our own analysis first.

Relationship XBRL-Tax XML TC [reported by Harm-Jan van Burg]

· Do we need a more official liaison? Based on discussion with Karl Best (XBRL International) at the XBRL International conference in Brussels, it is felt we can leave as it is for now.

8.
Position Paper v2005 (v2.0) [reported by Harm-Jan van Burg]

· The plan is to spend time at the Sydney FTF on the Position Paper. 

· We should consolidate ideas from the London FTF and from online discussions in advance of the Sydney meeting. Marc van Hilvoorde took on this task in London and plans a first draft in early December. CRA will assist if needed.

· TC members were requested to post their suggestions.

Preparation for Sydney face to face meeting [reported by Christine Beasley]

· The meeting is planned for four days (January 31-February 4, 2005). A draft agenda will soon be distributed for comment. Personal invitations will be emailed as soon as the agenda is finalized.

· Harm-Jan noted that an RTW (round-the-world) ticket was cheaper from Europe than a round-trip to SYD (Sydney).

10. Other points

· Harm-Jan has received an informal invitation from XBRL Canada to give a presentation on European experiences.

· At the last telecon, Harm-Jan said he’d be spending time helping the OASIS eGov TC to re-organize but they will not need his assistance. 

· Harm-Jan has been asked to put his name on the list for the OASIS Board of Directors.
