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1. Specifications

· Which of your specifications would you like to see registered (e.g. documents, schemas, models, code tables)?

· In what formats are the specifications stored?  (e.g., XML, UML, text, PDF, database)

· Are the specifications/objects intended for human reading or machine processing, or both?

· Are the machine-readable objects referenced as a whole or will users need to reference parts of the objects?  

· Do your specifications have separate XML schemas or DTDs that should be registered individually?

· Where will the specifications be stored?

· If stored in multiple locations, which is the primary access location?

· Which organizations or individuals have authority to submit your specifications for registration?

· Will the objects be open for anyone to download or access, or will access be restricted?

· If restricted, what kinds of restrictions are needed?

· Do the specifications reference other objects developed by your organization or outside organizations?

· Do other objects, either within or outside your organization reference your specifications?

· Can you estimate the number of accesses of your specifications over the course of a typical week or month?

· Do you anticipate members of your organization or audiences browsing through your registry entries or accessing specific entries?

· Will the organization register completed specifications only or those in development as well?

· Will the draft objects be available to the public or to organization members only?

· If your Web site has a page to collect comments or feedback on your specifications, should the registry include a link to that page?

· How often does the organization plan to update its specifications?

· Would you want to notify users of your specifications when your organization makes changes or posts new documents?

· Will previous specifications be deprecated (made obsolete and removed) or offered concurrently with new objects?

2. Content classifications

At this time, DRIve provides two industry classification schemes to categorize standards objects:

· North American Industry Classification System (NAICS), successor to SIC codes

· Universal Standard Products and Services Code (UNSPSC)

· Are companies in your industry familiar with or users of these classification code schemes?

· Are there other standard code schemes in your industry that DRIve should use for your objects?

3. External registries

DRIve now cross-references its standards objects with the XML.Org registry, operated by OASIS.

· Are there other frequently-used online registries, either in your industry or across industries, that DRIve should cross-reference for your objects?

4. Company and organization profiles

· Will your organization register companies or organizations that support or endorse your specifications?

· If yes, will the companies or organizations be:

· End-user companies with applications that support the specifications?

· Solution vendors with products or services that support the specifications?

· Industry groups or consortia with related specifications or standards

· If yes, will the registration include:

· Identification of the company or organization?

· Classification of the company or organization (NAICS or similar)?

· Description of technical capabilities and services?

· Product or service codes used in e-business messages?

· Other information?

· Does your organization plan to use the registration of supporting companies and organizations as a way of generating income?

· If yes, will the registry need to provide financial support services, e.g. credit card merchant privileges?
