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On the occasion of CJIJF & OASIS Open Standards Days

  As we progress in the development of a social infrastructure for broadband networks, the evolution of “EC”—electronic commerce—is striking indeed. We do not need the numerous reports issued by various survey organizations to know that EC is expected to expand at an increasingly rapid rate—and recently these reports do not merely illustrate the growth in the value of electronic market transactions: it is necessary to see the market as a total e-business market that encompasses all the myriad processes and the realization of business demands associated with that transaction growth.

  “Procurement” originally meant just “buying goods,” but with the spread of the term “e-procurement,” procurement has come to include all attendant activities (or cycles), including sourcing, contracts, ordering, logistics, delivery, billing, and account settlement. Among these cycles, such aspects as security and traceability issues like authentication and signatures, as well as purchasing analysis and assessment systems, and document storage, are all considered vital market factors. And while the change and evolution of the market environment is expected to lead to new business opportunities and stimulation of the economic environment, at the same time it is a fact that such rapid market developments create new barriers to enterprises and individuals trying to enter that market. The rush by enterprises and industries to jump on the EC bandwagon led to the birth of multiple incompatible “standards,” and the Internet’s elimination of the impediments of time and distance has created a competitive environment that extends across entire industries and around the globe.

  This fact has led small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) with less financial and technical clout to view the situation as “EC market evolution = bigger market barriers = greater risk,” leaving them unable to enjoy the merits that e-business should be delivering, and increasing the pressure on them. Additionally, due to the fact that current EC and e-business standards were developed for Europe and North America, there are many aspects that do not mesh with Japanese or Asian business practices and customs, which in turn may lead to a decrease in the ability of domestic firms to compete in the international arena.

  It is critical to recognize market trends and be ready to make judgements and rapidly respond, not in the traditional narrow manner, but from a global and open perspective, in order to enable easy entry into the EC market by the core firms/SMEs that make up the foundation of the Japanese economy; it is also important to provide stimulus for their business activities. Furthermore, we believe that solidifying an “Asian identity” in the global marketplace will aid domestic firms in becoming more competitive internationally.

  In this context, in December 2003 the East Asia Electronic Commerce Association (EA-ECA) concluded agreements on enhancing the foundations of EC in Asia with numerous organizations, beginning with the China National Institute of Standardization (CNIS), the Chinese national standards body. This was done in order to promote, via collaborative efforts, the faster development of a more efficient and effective EC marketplace.

  Subsequent to their agreement, EA-ECA and CNIS developed a plan to cooperate in holding—in each country—a “joint international seminar” that would introduce and promote understanding of both the EC principles inherent in the term “global standards,” as well as the approach to these standards taken by U.S. and European bodies. It was further decided to hold, in conjunction with the Japan segment of the event, “OASIS Open Standards Days Tokyo 2004,” where participants would be able to see in concrete terms the activities and results of e-business standards development leader OASIS, and through seminars and panel discussions have an opportunity to familiarize themselves with the latest developments from around the world.

  The organizers are optimistic that this gathering together of representative standardization organizations—OASIS from the U.S., CEN from Europe, and CNIS and CAS from China—will make at least a small contribution to the development of the EC marketplace of the future. Of course, we are also planning to have various Japanese firms demonstrate their approaches, and we expect to report on the status of Japan’s efforts in this area, as represented by the “e-Japan” strategy.

  We hope this seminar will serve as a spark to promote even faster evolution of the EC market, and e-business.

【About the organizers】

· East Asia Electronic Commerce Association (EA-ECA)

EA-ECA is a non-profit organization registered in April 2003, which was founded to develop the electronic commerce (EC) infrastructure in East Asia. With advisers from 6 Japanese government ministries, the organization performs localization of global standards, training, and evangelizing for the purpose of promoting EC in Japan and East Asia. EA-ECA also works with the current event’s joint organizers CNIS and CAS to create Asian EC standards from a global perspective. The organization has localized “eQua@l,” an EC training program for SMEs that is one of the PanEurop programs; together with CNIS it has contracted with TermNet of the CEN Secretariat to undertake implementation of the program in the Asia region, and in this way work toward expanding the EC market in Asia in concrete terms.

· China National Institute of Standardization (CNIS)

In China, standards development and promotion are carried out under the following organizational structure:


CNIS operates under the direct supervision of the State General Administration of the People’s Republic of China for Quality Supervision and Inspection and Quarantine (the dark blue box above). It is a national-class specialized scientific research center in charge of standardization theory and methodology, as well as both basic and applied standardization technology. In addition to standardization research, the institute handles registration of national organization codes, registration of national product bar codes, certification of national industrial and energy-saving products, etc.; it also manages standardization and provides services to external organizations.

The primary responsibilities of CNIS are extremely varied, and include: standards research, quality research, standards management, standards quality data management and services, review of production authorization certificates, quality certification, and national product bar code management. In addition, CNIS oversees offices of more than 10 industry-specific standardization committees, including the national quality management and quality assurance standardization committee; it also maintains working relationships with multiple international standardization bodies. The CNIS purview includes the Article Number Center of China (ANCC); ANCC is also known as “EAN China.”
· China Association for Standardization (CAS)

CAS is an academic organization composed of people involved with Chinese standardization. It belongs to the China Science and Technology Association. It is overseen by the State General Administration of the People’s Republic of China for Quality Supervision and Inspection and Quarantine. Formally established in September 1978, last year it played a central role in the creation of RosettaNet China.

· Organization for the Advancement of Structured Information Standards (OASIS)
OASIS is a non-profit international consortium that promotes the development of technical standards for data exchange; it is headquartered outside Boston, in Bellerica, Massachusetts. OASIS members include more than 600 corporations and 25,000 individuals in over 100 countries around the world. OASIS was founded in 1993 under the name SGML Open, an organization focused on the development of standardization specifications for SGML, which was designed as the global standard for digital document technology. With the development of the SGML-based XML standard, the organization changed its name to OASIS in 1998. OASIS continues to maintain the SGML standards, as well as manage and release related technical information.

The World Wide Web Consortium (W3C) is another Internet-related standardization body, but W3C handles things like XML and HTML—the fundamental technology upon which the Web is based—while OASIS works with standards that ride on that base, closer to the application side, focusing on development (standardization) that enables interoperability in such areas as security, Web services, business transactions, and electronic publishing—either within a single market, or between different markets. OASIS also works with the UN (UN/CEFACT) on the development and promotion of projects such as ebXML and a global framework for e-business; OASIS operates the “XML.org” site, which offers information on the XML schema and XML applications.

Furthermore, OASIS has taken over standardization efforts related to the formerly independent UDDI, CGM, and LegalXML, as well as the critical infrastructure technology PKI (Public Key Infrastructure). OASIS and the ISO, IEC, ITU, and UN/ECE aim to coordinate their standardization activities, and have signed agreements accordingly; OASIS also collaborates with other standardization organizations (such as RosettaNet).

· European Committee for Standardization (CEN/ISSS)

CEN/ISSS delivers comprehensive, integrated standardization activities for products and services, in order to contribute to the success of the European information society. The organization was established by CEN in 1997 to focus on activities related to information and communications technologies (ICT). ISSS (Information Society Standardization System) publicizes and delivers open, market needs-oriented standardization processes. Moreover, by speedily and securely assessing and modifying old and/or unofficial standards, CEN/ISSS has closed gaps in the market by releasing unified standards.

CEN/ISSS workshops present various businesses and individuals with the opportunity to participate directly in the standardization process. Workshops are open to anyone concerned, including vendors, service providers, users, and consumer groups; workshops target the development and promulgation of unified European standards.

In order to report on the current standards environment in the specialized area of public welfare, as part of its activities CEN/ISSS also operates a focus group oriented toward the delivery of “recommended standards for the future.”
