The Issue with Representation Types

Understanding what the ISO 11179/ebXML CC specification means to the UBL Naming rules.

Proposal from Tim McGrath
This position paper has been drafted to illustrate some of the issues that need resolving in order to unambiguously and consistently apply rules to the naming of Basic Information Entities within the UBL Library Content work.  It also, proposes some ways to address these issues.

To provide a practical reference for this discussion, I will use the two structures, AddressType and ContactType, as identified by our recent analysis of the xCBL Order document.

The following page describes our current view of the AddressType structure.  The contentious items are shown as grey rows.  These differences developed from having two different analysts interpreting the naming rules and producing different results.  Obviously, we need to avoid (or at least reduce) the possibility of such differences in future.
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Taking the BIEs from the previous page (AddressType), I have chosen three useful examples.

Example One: ExternaladdressId

ExternaladdressId is considered a classic case of Identifier.  This is a value issued by a specific agency in order to uniquely identify an instance of the Type.

Example Two: CityName

CityName maybe an identifier of a City – but it is not an identifier of an AddressType instance.  That is, many addresses may have the same CityName.  However, if we were looking at CityType rather than AddressType then this would be a true identifier.  Of course, this doesn’t mean that the names of cities must be unique, there are many Newports, Londons, etc.  What it would mean is that any values require an agency to issue them and ensure uniqueness.

Example Three: CountryCode

CountryCode is a clear CodeType, in that there is an agency that has general acceptance (e.g. ISO).  Moreover, if the Type we were looking at was not AddressType but CountryType, then the CountryCode would also be a unique identifier.

This leads me to believe that the use of “identifier” depends on the Type.  “Types” are our way of expressing what Object Oriented people call “Class” and database designers call “Entities”.  That is, they are the boxes in those UML class diagrams or EAR models.  It is worth noting that we haven’t always get this model correct (yet).

What about identifiers?

Data analysis theory would suggest that each of these Types/Classes/Entities requires a unique identifier.  The example ExternaladdressId (Example One) is a good demonstration of this.  It uniquely identifies an occurrence of the Type Address.  

So my first two propositions are:

“An identifier must uniquely identify an occurrence of the Type it appears in”

“Each Type should have at least one identifier (it may have more than one)”

Therefore, if we see no identifier, we should see if we missed something.  Likewise if we find more than one, maybe we should check the validity of them all by posing the question, “Do they uniquely identify an instance of the Type they occur in?”

In the case of AddressType – the only element that uniquely identifies an Address is ExternaladdressId.  There are no other identifiers.

The current table of Representation Terms (from the CC specs) defines an Identifier as:

“A character string used to establish the identity of, and distinguish uniquely, one instance of an object within an identification scheme from all other objects within the same scheme. 

[Note: Type shall not be used when a person or an object is identified by its name. In this case the Representation Term “Name” shall be used.]”

The first sentence agrees with our previous proposition.  The second creates some problems.
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If we now look at the ContactType BIEs: 

Example Four: ContactName(ContactId)

Here we have a case were the “name” is the obvious identifier for the Contact.  In this case, the rule about not using the Representation Type of “Identifier” for Names appears illogical.  I believe, “ContactId” is misleading and we should use the more meaningful “ContactName”.  In addition, if this were truly an Identifier representation type, it would require an agency to define it.  I doubt this applies to the naming of Contacts.

So why can’t names be identifiers?  I suspect it is a semantic confusion of the Representation Term and the actual Property of the object.  Therefore, my next propositions are:

“Names can be identifiers”

“Identifiers should not be used as Representation Terms”

 “Identifiers portray a property of the object.  The property is ‘identification’.”

 “The representation of these identification properties may be as Names or Codes.”

What about Object Class and Property Terms?

ISO11179 states that:  “Both object class and property components of data elements are utilized to form a name which contains vital information about the data element, and also excludes extraneous or irrational elements which may be introduced when no conventions are employed.”

This clearly indicates that it is the first two parts of our analysis, the ObjectClass and the Property Term that provide the meaningful name.  The Representation Term actually is used to describe the form of the set of valid values of a data element.  ISO 11179 goes on to add … “the representation term may be redundant with part of the property term.”  This is consistent with the propositions being made.

Applying these propositions to our analysis, we can see there are several cases where we have inadvertently described the Object Class as a Property and the Property as a Representation (ie we are one column to the right of where we should be).

Applying the propositions to our examples

If we put these propositions to test in our examples we end up with…

Using Example One (ExternaladdressId), the ObjectClass should be “Address” the Property Term is “Identification” (because it uniquely identifies an occurrence of Address) and the Representation Term is “Text”.  So it is, “The text that represents the identification of the address”.  The UBL Name then becomes “AddressIdentification” (after removing the redundant “Text”).  Alternatively, we may choose the Representation Term to be “Code” (if we had a specific code set in mind).  Then the UBL Name becomes “AddressIdentificationCode”.

Using Example Two (CityName), I would say that the ObjectClass should be “City” the Property Term is “Name” and the Representation Term is also “Name”.  That is, “This is name that represents the name of the city”.  The UBL Name then becomes “CityName” (after removing the redundant “Name”).

Using Example Three (CountryCode), I would suggest that “Country” is an Object Class, “Code” is the Property and its Representation Term will be “Code”.  It is “the code that represents the code of the country”.  The UBL Name then becomes “CountryCode” (after removing the redundant “Code”). 

Using Example Four (ContactName), I would suggest that the Object Class is “Contact”, the Property Term is “Identification” and the Representation Term is “Name”.  It is “the name that represents the identification of the contact”. The UBL Name then becomes “ContactIdentificationName”.

As a final check, if we use our above examples against ISO 11179 naming guidelines, we can see that our Object Class and Property Terms do indeed “form a name which contains vital information about the data element”.  That is, the names they form would be “CityName”, “CountryCode” and “ContactIdentification”, respectively.  When we add the Representation Term we are adding value to the name, but not information vital to its semantics.

Recommendation

I propose that the UBL Library Content team adopt these propositions as part of our next round of refinement of the BIE model.  This will enable us to proceed with a more rigorous and meaningful analysis and naming of our entities, whilst still adhering to the principles of ISO 11179 and the ebXML Core Component specifications for naming rules.

I also believe this complies with the directions being developed by the UBL Naming and Design Rules subcommittee.
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� If we had chosen to define a re-usable Type called “CountryType”, then the element CountryCode would be defined as part of CountryType.  This would then have “Country” as an Object Class, “Identification” as the Property Term (because it uniquely identifies an occurrence of Country) and a Representation Term of “Code”.  It would then be “the code that represents the identification of the country”.  The UBL Name then becomes “CountryIdentificationCode”.


Of course, in that case the entry for this in our AddressType would be instance of the re-usable type CountryType.
