1. Roles
1.1. Transport User

The Transport User is anyone that needs to transport cargo. He also provides the Transport Service Provider with instructions and detailed information regarding transport items to be transported.

1.2. Transport Service Provider

The Transport Service Provider is any organisation that provides a service involved in the transport of cargo from the origin to destination. This includes management of transport services and operation of transport means and handling equipment. Transport Service Provider may also provide administrative services required for moving the cargo.
2. Documents (Information Packages)

2.1. Transport Execution Plan (Plan transport service & Execute transport service)

The Transport Execution Plan (TEP) is a plan (agreement) established between a Transport User and a Transport Service Provider. There will be one TEP for each Transport Service. The process of establishing a TEP can be carried out by means of many interactions between the two roles, from a quotation stage until the TEP is finalized (agreed). 
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2.2. Transport Execution Status (Execute transport service)
The Transport Execution Status provides the status of a transport service as defined by a Transport Execution Plan. The Transport Execution Status is communicated from the Transport Service Provider to the Transport User. This document provides status both in terms of the condition of the transported goods and in terms of whether the transport service is on schedule or not. 
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2.3. Transport Operation Status (Execute transport service)
The Transport Operation Status is a document exchanged between a Transportation Network Manager and a Transport Service Provider. The document provides the Transport Service Provider with information about the progress of the transport service by giving information about the location and corresponding reading time of the transport means transporting the goods. A typical use case of the Transport Operation Status is that the Transport Service Provider requests assistance from the Transportation Network Manager when estimated times of arrival are established.
