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Questions and Comments regarding UBL Data Types

1. Unspecialized Data Types

(1) BinaryObject, Graphic, Picture, Sound, Video

· The definition of ‘Content’ says ‘A set of finite-length sequences of binary octets’. The words of ‘binary octets’ are difficult to understand. Please restates the words, or add some additional explanations.
(2) Code

· The Data Type of ‘Code’ has 10 supplementary Items from ‘Content’ to ‘LanguageID’. There is the item ‘Name’ in these 10 supplementary Items. There is no ‘Name’ item in the rest of Data Types (e.g. Picture, Video). We cannot understand why there is ‘Name’ item only in the Data Type of ‘Code’.

(3) DateTime, Date, Time

· The definitions of DateTime, Date, and Time are exactly same. The definitions should be revised to become clear differentiating definitions.

(4) Identifier

· We cannot understand the meaning and the usage of IdentificationSchemeID. Let us know some examples of ‘Content’, ‘IdentificationSchemeID’ and ‘IdentificationSchemeAgencyID’ in the Data Type ‘Identifier’.

· If it is OK, please describe the examples in the Example Column of Unspecialized Data Types spreadsheet.

(5) Quantity

· The definitions of both QuantityUnitCodeListID and QuantityUnitCodeListAgencyID are mistaken. They should be revised.

(6) All Data Types

· The contents of the ‘Examples’ Column are not always examples. Some contents explain some additional information. The title of this column should be revised to ‘Remarks or Examples’.

2. Specialized Data Types

(1) from ‘ChipCode’ to ‘CurrencyCode’
· There are 14 Specialized Data Types in the Specialized Data Types spreadsheet. The definitions of 13 Specialized Data Types (from ‘ChipCode’ to ‘CurrencyCode’) are exactly same. Those definitions should be revised to become clear differentiating definitions.

(2) All Data Types

· The contents of the ‘Examples’ Column are not always examples. Some contents explain some additional information. The title of this column should be revised to ‘Remarks or Examples’.

3. Core Component Types

(1) The contents of UBL-CoreComponentTypes-1.0 is same as the Core Component Types of UN/CEFACT ebXML Core Component Technical Specification (CCTS). Is there any reason to specify UBL-CoreComponentTypes-1.0 as one of the UBL specifications? We think that there is no need to specify UBL-CoreComponentTypes. We can see the Core Component Types of UN/CEFACT ebXML CCTS in case of necessity.
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
