Description: An extra space appears at the end of the namespace URI in the definition of the xsd;attribute codeListURI in the codelist XML Schema file UBL-CodeList-CountryIdentificationCode-1.0.xsd. This causes certain XML Schema processors to fail. The specific line number is 1757 which appears as follows (line wrapping added for readability):

According to Section 3.3.3 “Attribute-Value Normalization” of the Extensible Markup Language (XML) 1.0 (Third Edition) [World Wide Web Consortium, 2004, http://www.w3.org/TR/REC-xml/#AVNormalize]:
“Before the value of an attribute is passed to the application or checked for validity, the XML processor must normalize it as follows: …. If the declared value is not CDATA, then the XML processor must further process the normalized attribute value by discarding any leading and trailing space (#x20) characters, and by replacing sequences of space (#x20) characters by a single space (#x20) character.”

Options: Either use a conforming XML processor or modify the effected file by removing the trailing space after list-en1-semic.txt above.
Disposition: Confomring XML processors remove the trailing space and therefore exhibit no difficulty in validating the codelist schema or instances that refer it. However, if you experience validation errors, most likely you are using a non-conforming XML processor. If you wish to continue using the tool in conjunction with UBL 1.0, simply edit the named codelist schema and remove the sapce following the word list-en1-semic.txt on line 1757. Note that the error also exists in the corresponding spreadsheet. This will be fixed in UBL 1.1 and a notice to this effect will be posted to ubl-dev.
