Additions to Agenda

Support for both UTF-8 and UTF-16

Claus von Riegen

A WS-I working group is creating usage profiles based upon SOAP, WSDL, and UDDI v2. While XML-based specifications like SOAP and WSDL support both Unicode UTF-8 and UTF-16, UDDIv2 supports only UTF-8; when UTF-16 is used, the server must throw an error. However, the WS-I Profiles Working Group specifies support for both encodings. WS-I requests that the UDDI TC either (1) update the v2 and v3 specs to include both encodings, or (2) give good reason why not. WS-I can make a special ruling to support UDDI with its current encodings if the TC is unwilling to change the spec.

Impact of the proposed change: Servers that currently comply with the spec will have to retrofit their product to process messages encoded in UTF-16. The change will not impact client software or signatures.

How to implement the change: We can publish errata to the existing v2 spec or we can include it in the new version. 

Motion: create a subcommittee to consider the ramifications. Motion carried with no dissent. Claus will chair the subcommittee.  Report on best approach is due at next TC meeting in 2 weeks.

Old Business

Revisions to DRAFT UDDI Spec TC Process document
Detailed review and discussion of revisions to the process document. This discussion will continue at our next meeting.

Chairpersons will create templates and tracking for Specifications Change Requests, Technical Notes, and Best Practices. 

It was suggested that separate roles – specifications editor, specifications author, and specification contributor -- be defined in the document to clarify how specification development is performed.. 

Motion: Document eratta packages will entail uniform version number updates to all constituent specification documents, even those whose content is unaffected by the erratum, in order to reduce confusion on what set of documents at what version are included at a given eratta level Approved with no dissent.
