It is not precisely specified whether or not a keyGenerator tModel is visible in find_xx and get_xx API calls between the first save of the tModel and the successful replication to all other nodes.

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1 Problem Outline 

The UDDI Version 3 Specification, Section 5.2.18.3.1 Domain key generator tModels currently states that “If the registry has multiple nodes, returning the tModelDetail is not an indication that the domain key generator tModel has been published successfully.” Does this imply that only “successfully published” tModels are returned by Inquiry API calls?
2 Solution Outline 

Domain key generator tModels are not returned by Inquiry API calls unless they have been published successfully, that is, are successfully replicated to all other nodes in a registry.
3 Spec Change Detail

3.1 Section 5.2.18.3.1 Domain key generator tModels
A new paragraph should be added as the last but one as follows:

 “Before the publish operation is complete, the domain key generator tModel will be ignored by find_xx and get_xx API calls.”
