	Discussion: After the role call, we delved into discussion about the merits of using a thesaurus approach to classification as suggested on the mailing list. In general everyone was in agreement that the approach is the best one to solving a complex problem and that the template was a reasonable start. David Endler shared his experience in creating vulnerability classification schemes at iDefense and Jeff Williams expressed his opinion that he is less concerned with a classification scheme but more concerned with defining the characteristics.

Andrew Jaquith shared his thoughts and suggested we move to create an XML schema leveraging the initial template as a starting point. The direction is to tease out the characteristics needed to describe the issues from which groupings can be created and the classification groups be developed to create the thesaurus.

The general consensus was that this was the best approach and that we would move to refine the schema over the next two weeks using the email list and start populating content.

	Conclusions: In general I think it would be fair to say some are still unclear of the purpose of this smaller portion of the overall WAS effort. The aim was simply create some common language from which issues can be referenced in the XML that we will be creating to test for the issues. The way things are progressing; taking a schema will allow us to describe the issues, present an initial thesaurus and allow people to create other thesaurus’s using the same characteristics based approach.
