Proposal

A joint InterOp demonstration by:

Healthcare Information and Management Systems Society (HIMSS), 
Healthcare Information Technology Standards Panel (HITSP), and 

Organization for the Advancement of Structured Information Standards (OASIS).

Scope

This joint effort would use existing OASIS standards in a Cross-Enterprise Security and Privacy Authorization (XSPA) profile that implements the HITSP access control infrastructure as described in TP-20.

Format
The OASIS XSPA Technical Committee would demonstrate the XSPA profile using the format previously used at the RSA 2008 Conference for the XACML portion of the profile.  At RSA, members where arrayed along a table with monitors facing the passing attendees.  Curious attendees were given one-on-one demonstrations of several common healthcare scenarios using a mock electronic health record (EHR) application.  Each participant organization was equally able to enforce privacy and security policies with their security implementation on the shared EHR application using interoperable OASIS standards.

Logistics

Some members of the XSPA TC will have a presence at HIMSS while other members will be traveling to HIMSS solely to demonstrate the XSPA profile.  HIMSS has agreed to allow us to participate within their Interoperability Showcase area – using a designated POD (see attached sample picture).  Companies already signed on to participate in the HIMSS Interoperability Showcase are free to participate from their existing space at no additional charge.  We will work closely with HIMSS to be sure this accessibility is possible and efficient.  However, if an existing Showcase company would prefer to be located directly within our InterOp POD area – the regular fee listed below would apply.  
Cost

Cost is extremely important in getting a critical mass of volunteers to attend the Demonstration of Future Directions in Healthcare IT at HIMSS 09.  Interoperability POD spaces at HIMSS do not provide the same commercial value to participants as their regular booth spaces.  Company literature in the POD area will be limited.  InterOp participants will be allowed to direct visitors to their company booth elsewhere on the floor if they have one.  However, the main focus of our InterOp POD will be to demonstrate future directions in healthcare IT, as well as highlight this joint cooperation from HIMSS, HITSP, and OASIS.

A cost of 3,500 USD per participating organization is comparable to the RSA demonstration.  Each organization would receive all the benefits outlined below.  Space would be available for set-up and testing at least one full day before the opening of the floor. OASIS would provide an InterOp scenario handout and posters illustrating the demonstration and it’s relevance to HITSP.  A minimum number of eight participants is required to ensure the floor space availability.  Depending on the amount of interest in the InterOp, the participant price listed above may increase or decrease slightly.
