Conversely, rejection of this motion would logically lead to rejection or deferral of those related issues.

“The standardized version of BPEL produced by the current phase of work of the Technical Committee will include provision for confirm and cancel handlers at process level. These handlers will be triggered by messages defined in coordination  protocols. The coordination protocol in use for any particular interaction with a process will be defined by a context, which is passed on invocations.”
We are raising this motion in order to allow the TC to debate, and close, on a suitable timetable, the fundamental question: whether BPEL in its first standardized version should support business transaction management facilities that will radically simplify the creation of coordinated, reliable outcomes across loosely-coupled business processes?
