1. Roll Call

a. 23  out of 37 voting members present (62% quorum met)

2. Minutes approval of last week’s minutes (July 12, ‘04): approved
3. Action item review:

a. Item 6: How to refer to our documents – work-in-progress vs. working draft:

i. Peter: propose that we discuss this item at the F2F. Martin Chapman has indicated that he will be present.
b. Item 10: Igor sent comments to Steve G. Fine to close this (text is fine), but the issue is more in WS-RF than in notifications. Issue number clarified by Sanjay as 2.21
c. Item 11: Changing the version number back to 3 for WS-BaseN has been done.
d. Item 12: William to change WS-Topics reference to WS-BaseN to 03. WS-BrokeredNotification to look into it.
e. Item 13 and 14: Base and Topics have sent change summary text, but BrokeredNotification hasn’t.
f. Item 15: Quorum for F2F (15 traveling and 8 dialing in): number of actual “members” may be lower because of ballot and attendance issues. Peter and William confident that with dial-in line and F2F, quorum will be met

g. Item 16: 1 hour at the end of the day (each day) for “summary” discussion. If we are quorate without people on the phone, we are okay to close on issues and move on during the day. If not, we have to wait till the end of the day.
h. Item 17: Glen has sent IRC info – done

i. Item 18: Peter has sent David H the info. - done
Summary: 12, 13, 14, 15 and 18 are still open.

4. WS-BrokeredNotification: Ballot is in progress. There was one comment that the UML diagram was not fitting into the page. Should be fixed in next revision. Lily Liu to check if the reference to WS-BaseN is the correct number. Verify that XSD and WSDL URIs of WS-BaseN are using the correct versions. Editors to decide the correct course of action with respect to version numbers.
5. Agenda for F2F: Peter posted agenda to the mailing list. Start at 9:00 am local time on both days. Phone could be open as needed (based on IRC message). Need a US toll free number. Day 1 – more meaty issues will be discussed. 
Glen Daniels requested that the issue related to decoupling of WSRF be discussed after 10:30 am local time. Peter and William to revise agenda.

a. Pause/Resume Message Types: what should the message payload contain? Sanjay will draft issue and will send it to the list. Either we declare them empty or take on the larger issue of extensibility. 
b. Relationships section: Does it need to be more specific?  David H raises the issue of whether there should be such a section. There is a need for it to be in WS-BaseN, but may not be in WS-Topics. Anish: It is worthwhile to have this section in all specs. There is one in WS-BrokeredNotifications. This will be raised as an issue in the Issues list. Sanjay to add issue. David H has a draft section that needs to be looked at. 

c. What to specify and what not to specify (http://www.oasis-open.org/archives/wsn/200407/msg00032.html): What is core, optional etc.  Dave H: This is a F2F discussion topic. We have an issue (2.15) for WS-Addressing. Anish: One of our deliverables is a Notification Policy document. Anish to check the examples to see if there is a dependency on WS-Policy.  Anish: Is Notification Policy an intended dependency on WS-Policy or a placeholder for the TC to figure out what to do? Peter: Placeholder. The resolution is not to tabulate this as an issue.
7. Issue 2.9: Conform to WS-BaseFaults: Closed/Resolved in the issues list.
