Draft Charter, WS-RM Interoperability Demonstration Sub-Group

Purpose

The WS-RM Interoperability Demonstration Sub-Group is designed to:

1. Provide a forum for implementers of the WS-RM specification, to meet and demonstrate interoperability across implementations. 
2. Provide test tool standards, specifications, and test case definitions for participants engaged in interoperability demonstrations of WS-RM implementations.

3. Provide specific feedback to the TC regarding WS-RM implementation experience and specification issues as may be discovered.

4. Provide proof of concept and demonstration capability for the promotion of this specification. 

Deliverables

The following are expected to represent deliverables associated with this sub-group:

Demonstration Scenario Collection

This is a collection of demonstration scenarios and specifications designed to exercise one or a combination of protocol features.  The collection will be revised and refined from time to time

Demonstration Post-Mortem

This report documents the collective experience of the implementers engaged in a interoperability demonstration.  Topics that will be covered include any specification inconsistencies or misleading wording that presented difficulties to the implementers.  Issues will be related to the reference specification utilized in the interoperability demonstration and commentary will note issues that although present in the reference specification appear to be corrected in some subsequent committee draft specification superceding the reference specification.

Demonstration Tools

Although the mechanism to be used for the distribution of contributed tools has yet to be established, it is the intent of the sub-group to generate, revise, and refine a set of such Demonstration Tools from time to time and to distribute those tools to participant of Interoperability Demonstrations
