Future meeting dates were arranged.

It was agreed that Monica Martin would become a member of the XCBF Liaison SC and that she be appointed a liaison form XCBF to the OASIS Security Standards Joint Committee (SSJC).

The objective of the security-related work is to provide protocol and format definitions that are independent of actual algorithms used but requirements on support for specific algorithms may be added later.  Support for at least SHA-1 is likely to be required.

It was suggested that ISO/IEC 11179 be added to XCBF as a normative reference.

Discussion of whether or not we want to list specific algorithms was not resolved.

Phil will send text to the mailing list to start a discussion on proposed normative references for agreement?

Suggestions for what should be our full set of normative references should be send to the mailing list.

It was agreed that we will support all algorithm for signatures at the protocol level, and add conformance requirement that are likely to include support for at least DSA, RSA and possibly EC algorithms also.  For EC, we may choose two sets of vetted domain parameters to lessen chances of interworking failure and to limit implementation cost.

It was agreed that Phil will construct a web page document that shows all of the format owner information as relative OIDs, complete X9.84 OIDs, and uses the new XML dotted notation format.

The remaining agenda items will be posted to the list for further discussion.

These minutes and agreements will be approved at the next meeting.
