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The XLIFF Conformance Subcommittee is a subcommittee of the Oasis XLIFF TC. Contributors to the work of the subcommittee are members of the TC.

Aim

The principal aim of the Subcommittee is to implement a strategy and recommended procedures that may be used to assist external parties in validating the adherence of their implementations to the requirements of the XLIFF specification.

Objectives

The XLIFF Conformance Subcommittee will:

· Contribute to the development and dissemination of the XLIFF standard by developing and publishing:
· XLIFF test methods

· XLIFF test procedures

· XLIFF test suites

· Cooperate with other, similar initiatives, especially under the umbrella of OASIS, if feasible.

Terms and definitions

XLIFF Conformance – is the fulfilment of an implementation of all requirements specified; adherence of an implementation to the requirements of the XLIFF specification.

XLIFF Conformance Testing – is testing to evaluate the adherence or non-adherence of an implementation to the XLIFF specification.

XLIFF Test method – this is the specified technical procedure to design a test suite for the XLIFF specification.

XLIFF Test procedures - define the procedures to be followed when applying the XLIFF test suite to a product for the purposes of conformance testing. 

XLIFF Test Suite - the combination of test software, test documentation, and test procedures that check an implementation for conformance to the XLIFF standard 

XLIFF Validation - testing for conformance, by using an official test suite in a prescribed manner.
