	The PEPPOL project has submitted it’s specifications (SML, SMP, START, and LIME) to the OASIS Business Document Exchange Technical Committee (BDXR), where the specifications are being developed to fit into a broader scope. The BDXR TC defines a 4-corner architecture where parties can exchange business documents in a secure and reliable way, supporting endpoint and capabilities discovery as also described in ETSI SR 019 530. The TC has recently approved a Business Document Metadata Service Location Version 1.0 specification as Committee Draft Specification. This document is a “next generation” specification from the original PEPPOL SML in that it uses DNS to facilitate the discovery of metadata services (such as SMP). eCODEX and e-SENS together with PEPPOL in the BDXR TC.
