Issues List

The issues list for version 1.0 was formally closed sometime ago.  However, inevitably new issues continue to be spotted and raised.  Bill (Pope) will propose by e-mail that all new issues are automatically added to the issues list with a status of deferred to a subsequent version and that a vote by the Committee will be required to have a new issue considered for this version (1.0).  Bill (Cox) agreed with this for existing material, but pointed out that we had agreed to add substantive new text in the form of a model section.  He felt that there should be a period of review of this new text when issues on it for resolution in this version should be allowed without the committee vote procedure.  Bill (Pope) concurred.

Action 6:  Bill (Pope) to e-mail the committee with his proposal to make all new issues on existing BTP Specification sections automatically of status “Deferred to a subsequent version” unless the committee formally resolves to consider for version 1.0, and the procedure for raising issues on the new model section text.

Next Face 2 Face

Oracle have offered to host at their conference centre in Redwood City, CA on 8 March 02 (Thanks expressed to Oracle for this).

The aim of this meeting is twofold.  Firstly to have an intensive session editing the BTP specification, particularly the incorporation of the model section and knock on affects elsewhere in the document.  Secondly to discuss marketing of BTP.  It was noted that the OASIS management team are offering to assist with the marketing effort by promoting at conferences (etc.) that they attend and by helping members of the committee gain speaking access to conferences, etc.
