Problem statement:

A company is looking to provision a new instance of application server software (such as Weblogic) on a server. Additionally the software needs to be configured for the default paths, ports, and other parameters. After the software is provisioned and installed, the configuration for that instance of the software should be readily available for cloning and further analysis. Once the application is provisioned, the updates to the applications need to be applied while preserving the configurations.
Success criteria:

Automate the provisioning and configuration of a web server based on configurations defined in a DCML document. Successful installation of updates, patches to an existing application server.
Solution overview:

The administrator will retrieve (either from a software system or from a document library) a DCML specification of the how an application is to be provisioned and configured. The provisioning tool should use the DCML document to setup the application and configure the application.
