[Eberlein, 1 October 2009]

· Change "The components of the specializations for technical content include the following:" to "The technical content package includes the following items:"

Use sentence-style capitalization for the list items

Technical Content: Information Types

[JTH, 25 October 2009] Fixed the capitalization, merged the shortdescrip, removed the 1.2/1.1 sentence. Did not remove the high-level topics. Seemed to be a good idea, considering how confusing this has become, to keep a summary page.

[Eberlein, 1 October 2009] Use sentence-style capitalization for titles

[Eberlein, 1 October 2009]

· Merge the <shortdesc> and first <p> to produce "The DITA 1.2 Technical Content specializations include five specialized topic types: concept, task, generic task, reference, and machine task. These topic types are are designed specifically for information that describes how to use products and processes that are dominated by procedural, task-oriented information." 

· Remove the two sentences about DITA 1.2 and DITA 1.1. This material is better maintained in a topic that tracks changes between versions of the DITA spec.

· Consider removing the high-level overviews of the topic types; this seems a duplication of content in the children topics.

Concept topic

[Eberlein, 1 October 2009] The <shortdesc>, first paragraph, and the info about concept in the parent topic all seem to cover very similar material. Could this be tightened up?
Task topic

[JTH, 25 October 2009} Fixed the example

[Eberlein, 1 October 2009]

· Remove the <context> element from the example 

· Ensure that the <shortdesc> element is placed after the <title> element but before the <taskbody> element. 

Reference topic

[JTH, 7 November 2009] All changes made

[Eberlein, 2 October 2009] Regarding the section title of "Reference body primary subdivisions," can you recast this so that it is not a noun string? This comment probably applies to all of the children of "Technical content: Information types."

[Eberlein, 2 October 2009] In the second example, change the content of the <shortdesc> element. It should either read "The tables provide" or "The table provides" -- not "The tables provides ..."

Machinery Task

[JTH and CK, 8 November 2009] all changes noted below are complete.

[Eberlein, 2 October 2009] Use sentence-style capitalization for topic and section titles.

[Eberlein, 2 October 2009] I'd like more information at the beginning about just how the machinery task is different from the standard task. You say "the machinery task type contains more descriptive elements in the prelreqs section"; I'd like to know what goes in <prelreq> ... I know from reading the later text that it is information about required personnel, parts, supplies, etc. And do we want to mention ANSI?

[Eberlein, 2 October 2009] Change "machinery task information type" to "machinery-task information type"

[Eberlein, 2 October 2009] Change "Similarly to in a standard DITA task" to "Similar to a standard DITA task"

[Eberlein, 2 October 2009] Example is missing (listed as "tbd")

Generic task topic

[Eberlein, 2 October 2009] Change "generic task information type" to "generic-task information type"

Glossary Topic

[JTH, 7 November 2009] All changes made including the link to the one article now available.

[Eberlein, 22 September 2009] Should this be glossentry? Also, do we need to address glossary related elements? (This comments was raised at the TC meeting today.)

[Eberlein, 2 October 2009] Use sentence-style capitalization for topic and section titles.

[Eberlein, 2 October 2009] Comment out old <draft-comment> elements.

[Eberlein, 2 October 2009] Would it be appropriate to have <reltable> links to the two feature articles produced by the OASIS DITA Adoption Committee?

Bookmap

[JTH, 7 November 2009] all suggested changes made.

[Eberlein, 2 October 2009] This topic has nested topics; remove them.

[Eberlein, 2 October 2009] Regarding the <ul>

· Introduce the list with a complete sentence

· Use sentence-style capitalization for the list items

[Eberlein, 2 October 2009] I stumbled over the following sentence:

· "Here is an example of a simple bookmap. It includes additional chapter content by normal reference, by direct nesting of topicrefs to topics, and by referencing a separate map as the content of a chapter."

I suggest rewriting it as follows:

· "Here is an example of a simple bookmap. It uses several mechanisms to include chapter content:

· Referencing a DITA map

· Referencing a DITA topic

· Nesting <topicref> elements" 

(The order of the <li> matches the order in which the different strategies are demonstrated in the example bookmap.)

[JTH, 7 November 2009] This section is parallel with all the other similar sections describing the modules involved. No change.

[Eberlein, 2 October 2009] In the "Modules" section, I suggest that the markup is not semantic in nature. Consider using a <dl>.

The xNAL domain

· Change "global customer information management" to "global-customer information management"

[Eberlein, 2 October 2009] For the <xref> to OASIS extensible Name and Address Language (xNAL), set the @scope attribute to external so that the Web page will open in a separate window.

[Eberlein, 2 October 2009] Change last paragraph to read as follows:

· "The xNAL domain is part of the bookmap specialization. The xNAL domain elements can appear any place that bookmap allows the <author> element, within <bookmeta> and <topicmeta> elements." 

[Eberlein, 2 October 2009] In the general, this topic could benefit from a rewrite to make it clearer and crisper. I'm willing to do this, if it would help.
