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Hypothesis #1: There is a large class of narrative business documents that could benefit from DITA, based on DITA’s:
· Topic orientation

· Flexible reuse

· Information typing and inheritance

· Specialization

· Flexible link management

· Property-based processing

Hypothesis #2: The class of narrative business documents can be described by an overarching document meta-model, of which technical documents are a proper subset.
Hypothesis #3: The current DITA specification is insufficient to handle the needs of this wider class of narrative business documents, specifically:
· Hypothesis #3a: The need to expand the set of base information types beyond Concept, Reference and Task. 
· Hypothesis #3b: The need to allow nesting of sections at the core Topic level.
· Hypothesis #3c: The need to provide a well-defined mechanism for topic aggregation.
