Meeting suggests adding the Prescriptive maintenance, along with already approved Preventive maintenance, Corrective/ Diagnostic maintenance, Predictive maintenance, with definition:

“Periodic prescribed inspection and/or servicing of equipment accomplished on a calendar, mileage, or hours of operation basis. Its phases normally consist of inspecting, servicing, lubricating, and adjusting, as well as the replacing of parts, minor assemblies, and subassemblies.”

Note that there can be a difference in the type of maintenance required depending on technology. Maintenance “philosophy” for a car is different from maintenance of a power plant, given who is issuing/stipulating the maintenance schedules (manufacturer, plant owner, national regulations)

It is important that the DITA MI SC has the same understatement of the maintenance definitions. The different maintenance types can be used as type attributes in DITA 1.3 (either hard coded in DTD or given in a subject scheme map to be served as a base for user).

Addition of Prescriptive maintenance to be approved on next meeting (when whole group is assembled). Chris to check that changes, indicated in last meeting (and this meeting) are done on DITA wiki. 

- Discussion on the next steps / process plan

Chris to send out a request for how to continue identifying priorities for following work. Each DITA MI SC member to reflect upon the next steps and what to prioritize. Which life cycle phase is most important to work on (proposal)? Meeting suggested that life cycles Development (technical data) Maintenance, Diagnostic and Troubleshooting to be in priority one.
