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What this policy is about

This policy defines how the American Red Cross manages system checks when deferral records are not entered to the Biomedical Headquarters deferral database in the required time frame.  

To whom this policy applies

This policy applies to 

· Staff in regions who are responsible for donor deferral management, deferral checks, records searches and 

· Biomedical Headquarters staff responsible for management of the Biomedical Headquarters deferral database and initiating system checks when problems are identified. 

Underlying principles

The Biomedical Headquarters deferral database known as the National Donor Deferral Register (NDDR) is an electronic file of deferral records of some high risk deferral and surveillance categories associated with blood donors from American Red Cross Blood Services regions and designated non-Red Cross institutions. If a donor is eligible for, but inadvertently not entered into the NDDR in the appropriate entry time cycle, the NDDR file is considered incomplete.   

The identity of the donor of every Red Cross blood donation is checked against the NDDR to prevent the erroneous release of products from a donation made by a previously deferred donor.

The Policy

It is the policy of the American Red Cross to perform a system check following procedures to certify that any donor inadvertently not entered into the NDDR during the appropriate entry time cycle, has not made a donation(s) to any Red Cross region since the appropriate entry time cycle.
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
