
Minutes of CPPA Negotiation Conference Call July 30, 2003
Attendees:  Martin Sachs, Neelakantan Kartha, Monica J. Martin
The attendees agreed to continue the schedule of conference calls for now. Calls are the last Wednesday of each month. Marty will post a notice of the next call, which will be August 27.
Marty asked everyone to review the recent correspondence with Michael Vetter (Fraunhofer, Germany) and join the discussion. His questions are exposing areas where we need to do more work. Since Michael is not yet a member of OASIS, he is communicating via the ebXML-CPPA-comment list.  Marty asked everyone to join that list.  He will post instructions for subscribing.

Marty asked what we should do about simplification of negotiation.  He reminded everyone that members of the team need to be thinking about and discussing this subject. The following points were discussed:

· Monica asked if this refers to simplification of the protocol by leaving out function.  Marty said that that is the idea, in the interest of getting more people to look at it and implement it. He pointed out that this could also include designing a simplified BPSS instance document.

· (Post-meeting comment by Marty:  At the March face to face meeting in San Diego we agreed to work on a simplified approach for version 1 and to treat the current full draft as a possibility for version 2.)

· Kartha suggested simplifying the preferences expressed in the NDD and maybe making it more like filling in a form.
· Monica suggested simplifying the offer-counter-offer protocol.

Monica reported on the BPSS editing activity.  It’s going OK. There are still 35 issues to be resolved and around 20 of these have to be reviewed by the full BPSS team. Hima Mukkamala provided good material on business signals. The team is also working on improving the definition of “Business Service Interface” (BSI). The BPSS team hopes to distribute a draft within TMG before the Seoul UN/CEFACT meeting. 

The call was adjourned at 3:45 PM US Eastern time.
