Meeting Notes for 24-May-02 (submitted by Arvola Chan)

David mentioned that there will be phone dial-in access for the duration of the June 3-5 face to face meeting at Mercator. He is expecting about 50% of the attendees to be in person and the rest by phone. There may not be network access from the meeting room so it may be inconvenient to post schedule changes. Therefore, it is recommended that the chair should stick to a posted schedule as closely as possible for the benefit of called-in attendees.

Arvola briefly described changes made to the spec in response to suggestions from Yukinori. Most of the changes were in the examples, i.e., in non normative sections of the spec. The only spec change was to pull out the description of the OtherPartyActionBinding element into its own section. The changes were carefully reviewed by Yukinori. No objections were raised by attendees on the call, nor was any further comment received on the ebxml-cppa alias.

The PDF version of the specification has been sent to the web master (Jeff Lomas) for posting earlier in the week. No action has been taken by Jeff as of today, perhaps due to this week’s OASIS meetings at Barcelona. It is recommended that Dale update the TC home page to point to the latest PDF version of the spec once it has been posted.

To meet the June 1 target for submission of the CPP/A spec for OASIS approval, the attendees recommended that the current voting period by mail be ended by May 30th. Dale is expected to make the official announcement about the end date.

Marty mentioned that there was no Negotiations sub-team meeting this week. There was also not enough critical mass for the conference call the previous week. He is hoping that the face to face meeting will reignite interests for participation.

Pallavi reported that she and Arvola have made some investigations into the generation of two WSDL files for the two parties from one CPA that governs the interactions between those parties. The preliminary conclusion is that there is sufficient information from the CPA itself, and that it is not necessary to follow the ProcessSpecification pointer into the underlying business process specification for further information for populating the generated WSDL files. Pallavi and Arvola will post the generated WSDL example files prior to the meeting and will be presenting at the meeting how information from the CPA is used to populate the WSDL files.

Arvola mentioned that he has posted a URL to the ebxml-cppa-ws alias for a good WSDL tutorial. Marty suggested that we should not assume attendees at the June meeting be already familiar with WSDL. Therefore, Pallavi and Arvola will put together a brief introduction on the subject.

Selim asked if there is a security sub-team to investigate the incorporation of SAML and XKMS concepts into the CPA since tools based on these specifications are starting to appear in the market place. Pallavi mentioned that Dale has indicated in earlier meetings that a security sub-team will be formed with Selim, Peter, and Dale as the core members. Arvola suggested that Selim get in touch with Dale and Peter to determine if that sub-team should make a presentation at the June meeting.

Marty asked about the status of the Messaging spec. Arvola suggested that it is going through the regular OASIS approval process. Subsequently, Arvola checked his mail archive and found the notification sent by Karl Best to OASIS members about the start of the approval cycle for the Messaging spec on April 1, 2002.

Marty also commented that someone from HP posted to the ebxml-msg alias about when that team is going to discuss some reliable messaging issues. Arvola indicated that he was not aware of any outstanding reliable messaging issues, and that it was not clear what the messaging team is planning to do moving forward since no team conference call has taken place for a very long time.

The meeting was adjourned at about 8:30 AM.
