Dale announced that the JCC disbanded, and the JC was considering how to take over the JCC functions. IIC may handle the compatibility matrix so that users have a continuing picture of preserving their technology investments. The JC would continue its technical coordination activities. Marketing, demos, exhibitions, and user guides remain undecided. BPSS also disbanded. The MOU is inoperative. OASIS will resume its project of making the ebXML specifications available to ISO.
A FAQ draft was reviewed and revised http://lists.oasis-open.org/archives/ebxml-cppa/200309/msg00004.html, and will be sent to OASIS. Pete presented messaging news which is mainly that issue resolution is very near completion. Dale reported that minutes have been posted to Kavi, but he still has more to go. Dale also needs to update membership. Marty reported that the Negotiation draft work continues, and that several academic and research institute papers had been received and/or reviewed. Dale reported on WS and Extensibility http://lists.oasis-open.org/archives/ebxml-cppa-ws/200308/msg00000.html and

, and Keith suggested some additional approaches we can take in harmonizing the WSDLBinding element with the CPA context. Some schema limitations (spec inconsistencies) and schema tool vendor differences still produce difficulties in using one schema. The problem is understood, some bugs are being fixed by vendors, and by the time of publication, suitable workarounds or solutions can be put in place.
Dale mentioed the errata about “missing MUST have OtherPartyActionBinding in CPA,” and there was consensus it should be added. A Kavi style ballot may be the best way to poll. The issue of
how to have a single body part in packaging was introduced, but needs some more time. Monica asked us all to review the OAGIS & ebXML -- http://lists.oasis-open.org/archives/ebxml-cppa/200309/msg00001.html material. Time ran out for the Edira discussion, http://lists.oasis-open.org/archives/ebxml-cppa/200309/msg00000.html. We did think that a Kavi style ballot for the PartyId type enumeration http://lists.oasis-open.org/archives/ebxml-cppa/200309/msg00003.html will be OK. In the next maintenance release, Marty proposed that this become an appendix.
