Quorum was noted.

Dale thanked Sacha for his contributions. Interest in having more time to review the files was expressed. Then we will decide on what errata statement to include in the errata file, and where to place the corrected files. Sacha said that he would finish his  overview document on CPPA in the next few weeks.

Ballots were discussed.

a. Simple SOAP errata approved by all. Dale indicated he would send final language to list, wait a bit, and then include on the errata page.

b. F2F in New Orleans on Wednesday April 28 agreed upon. Monica moved and Kartha seconded. Passed with no objection.

The face to face meeting will be for about one half of one day, with a two to three hour teleconference for remote members. The main goal is to decide on resource allocation on tasks for the remainder of the year.

2. Marty noted that several reviews for Negotiation were still outstanding. Discussion of reference by name or GUID value within BPSS and how it would or would not impact BPSS. Versioning was noted as still under review in BPSS. Following this, CPPA will review impact, if any, on our references made in connecting to BPSS. Sacha’s recent analysis of negotiability and semantically erroneous proposed CPAs input to Negotiation was discussed and general agreement with the analysis was noted.

3. The new cardinality inconsistency pointed out on the comment list was discussed, but a decision was deferred until the next meeting on what language, if any, would be needed for the errata page. At the least, there needs to be an editorial clarification. There was general agreement that the schema cardinality had the right view on Certificates and SecurityDetails as included within a PartyInfo
