2. Quorum attained.
3. Kartha arrived and reviewed his plans for finishing the current work on the Negotiation draft so that it can come up for a TC approval vote. Kartha solicited help for updating the current BPSS, perhaps to 2.0. Dale will scope out the effort and if possible, try to do it. Kartha and Sacha will jointly fix identified gaps in the NDD, such as dealing with must-changed fields of a CPA template versus can-change fields of a CPA draft. Twenty pages per week is the target rate. We may meet weekly by October for a while.
4. Discussion of the template issue. The proposal to add another status value (template) that would be distinct from (proposed, pending, agreed). It was agreed that we should  build a state transition diagram involving status value changes with respect to the CPP to CPA formation process, the CPA template process, the draft CPA process and any other subprocesses that feed into negotiation. We need to clarify the term “draft” CPA. The differences between proposed and template Status values have impacts on the NDD and processing; for example, a template cannot be accepted without modification during negotiation (PartyName, PartyID, Endpoint values, Certificates, etc must all be supplied and replace the “dummy values” in a template that are used just to make the instance validate.
5. Sacha has agreed to develop a state transition diagram for the states.
6. Kartha will draft his views on changes needed for the NDD for template.
