Quorum was obtained.
The main topic was discussion of the Negotiation issues that Kartha has assembled.

Most of the residual issues were touched upon. Here is a brief review based on some jotted cryptic notes (laptop issues).

Kartha said that his pace of about 20 pages per 2 weeks was holding.

Kartha noted that some checking of the schema consistency between NDD and Message was needed because of changes in the NDD that had been added.

NCPA—does it confuse more than help? Consensus seemed to be that it was a complication that we can possibly omit provided that we explain how the NDD, Message and draft CPAs were exchanged. Will ebXML Messaging be supported for Negotiation?

Will it be simply HTTP with multiparts? Will it be SOAP with attachments? If we resolve these, we can probably reduce the information to start exchanging messages to a matter of knowing the other party’s endpoint. The sections involving this material need to be updated therefore. [Note: BPSS instances will be retained to document the process.]
We discussed use of dummy values in CPA templates proposed as drafts. Agreed that the NDD must indicate values that MUST be changed. Should there be a special kind of value to use as dummies? Consensus favored leaving this open. The warning should be that values (such as for non-empty string) need to be supplied so that a schema valid instance is sent. [Please correct as needed.]

A number of editorial issues were considered:

Start and End in CPP? No.

The response to an offer or counter offer is always synchronous.  This avoids the need for the responder to know the URL for a response.

The consensus here seemed to be that we change this and make the protocol asynchronous.  So the conflicting sentence 

“Message exchanges are asynchronous.  The ResponseToURL element in the Negotiation Message provides the URL for a response to the message.”

will be retained, and we will drop the synchronous mode.
