1) Demos December 7-12  : 

Monica Martin posted an abstract on 30 September for the IIC demos in December to OASIS Dee describing IIC’s potential participation in the event.  Tim Sakach asked the response messages could also be posted to the IIC group.

Actual demos by IIC and partnerships are still evolving.

It was also suggested that a “demo subgroup” within IIC be formed to take all of the preparations for the event “off line”, and save bandwidth for discussing general IIC issues during conference calls.

2) Test Framework Upgrades:

Errata for Test Framework V1.0 was posted my Mike Kass October 3, with accompanying schema modifications illustrating possible solutions to expand test framework capabilities.

Mike Kass is currently modifying Test Framework 1.0 schemas, and the TC specification to reflect these proposed changes

Suggestions for Framework upgrade were also solicited input to Korean NCA implementers as well.  They agreed to send their suggestions via email to the IIC main list.

It is expected that modifications to V1.0 to V2.0 of the Test Framework specification will happen soon (within a month) after vote on ebMS Conformance Test Suite.

Specific technical issues that need to be addressed include:

A “generalized” validation mechanism that will permit message envelope and payloads to be evaluated by any validation mechanism, such as XSLT, schema, regexp or other mechanism.

Monica noted that validation schemes that are not “standards” (e.g. Schematron) may not be a solid technical way to implement Test Framework 2.0

The same argument may apply to XUpdate technology, which never made it to a W3C Recommendation status.

3)Implementations of Test Framework:
Pete Wenzel had a question about the current status of implementations – Do we have 3 implementations, as required by OASIS?

Drake Certivo – Implements Test Framework 1.0 functionality. Will be able to process Test Framework 2.0 executable test suite material natively.

Korean Implementation – Implements Test Framework 1.0, and can process V1.0 executable test suites.

NIST – Implements Test Framework 1.0, and can process a native V1.0 test suite.  However, only parts of the Test Framework V1.0 specification are currently implemented.

4) Test Requirements for BPSS, Registry:

REGREP - Mike Kass is liaising with the Registry TC to formulate initial conformance test requirements for Registry V2.5.  Work continues in this area, and an initial outline set of requirements was posted to the Registry and IIC mailing list.

BPSS – Mike Kass met with Serm to discuss outlining possible BPSS conformance testing requirements, and discuss existing conformance test requirements collected by Serm.  Mike Kass will begin to formalize these requirements and it was agreed to look at testing requirements work defined by the STAR project to see if this may be a good model to follow as well.

Other Issues: It was proposed that a later start time for the IIC conference would make it easier for our members in Korea to participate and not require a “4AM” call-in time for them.  This suggestion will be passed on to our TC chair for action. 

5) VOTE for ebXML MS 2.0 Conformance Test Suite -  email voting for the IIC ebXML MS 2.0 Conformance Test Suite (posted 30 September) begins today, and ends at the next teleconference meeting, Monday, October 13.  Votes are on a “yes/no” basis.  Votes should be sent to Jacques Durand. Open voting to the mailing list is at the voter’s discretion.
