Objective & Organization History 

Objective 

As a non-profit private sector body participated by both public and private sector, the objective of ECIF is to provide forum for discussion and coordination of private-led EC standardization and facilitation efforts, so as to expand EC and boost national competitiveness. Major points of the organization objective are as follows. 

ㅇ Establishing EC Standardization roadmap and presenting EC policy proposals 

ㅇ Securing coherence and linkage as the one-and-only window of EC Standardization efforts 

ㅇ Enhancing synergy effect by bringing together different voices into one in the international arena 

ㅇ Facilitating Korean participation in international efforts to set standards for EC and establishing joint measures 

ㅇ Being the nation's largest standard body that is led by the private sector, thus leading market-oriented standard efforts.

Feb 15, 2000   Presentation made to President Kim Dae-jung on comprehensive measures to facilitate EC that include:

        --> First Collection and review of opinions presented by Technology Subcommittees. 

        --> Second and last collection and review of opinions through workshop and public hearing.

ㅇ Implementation of standards by Technology Subcommittees on th basis of the roadmap implementation plan. 

ㅇ Establishment of Technology Subcommittees and Provision of guidance to standardization efforts
