Notes for ebXML JC telecon December 17, 2003
Present:

Kathryn, Ian, Dale, Jacques, Jamie

Jamie discussed a couple issues related to ebXML marketing.  The primary issue was whether an ebXML Marketing team would be “descriptive” or “prescriptive”.  We agreed that the function of a Marketing team would be “descriptive”, meaning that the Marketing team would promote and support the work of the various ebXML TCs, not direct the work or strategic directions for the TCs.  Jamie has a draft charter for an ebXML Marketing team, which he will be sending out shortly.  

Another issue that was discussed was an ebXML Architecture or Coordination body of some sort.  This will likely be an issue that will come up in the future as the specs are used more and more.  In addition, the existing architecture document will probably need to be updated at some point in the future.  A key focus is coordination, and insuring that the specs are working together.

Ian mentioned that a Web Services Convergence Discussion paper is out.  Jamie will follow-up on this (Jamie, were you going to send out the paper to the ebXML JC list?)  This would be a good starting point for us to look at to see what is going on in the area of web services, and where we need to coordinate or form liaisons.

Dale had submitted a question about coordinating an ebXML 2004 TC conference for all the TCs, similar to prior meetings when we were involved with CEFACT.  The TAB is planning a symposium in April, and it is possible something could be done in coordination with that.  The Chairs agreed to query their TC members to determine the level of interest in a Joint ebXML TC meeting.

We postponed discussion of WS-CAF until next time.
