	Agenda item 1, 2

Opening of the meeting and introduction, approval of the agenda


Delegates of HL7, ISO TC215, OASIS and UN/cefact attended the meeting. A few experts were available for comments by telephone. Frans van Bommel welcomed the experts and Dr. Kwak (chairman of ISO TC215) and appreciated the cooperation of members of HL7 and OASIS in order to set up this ISO ebXML orientation meeting. A lot of information was received before the meeting from Mike Doran (Chairman UN/cefact) and Pim van der Eijk (OASIS).

	Agenda item 3, 4, 7


MoU’s and a summary of ebXML presentation HL7 Affiliates 7th January (Frans van Bommel)


TC215 decided in March 2006 (JeJu meeting) to start a Study for ebXML in the Healthcare domain. Dr. Kwak with assistance of Mr. Van Bommel chairs this study-group. TC215 is a member of the MoU Management Group for e-Business. The MoU MG supports the Business Requirements for all the sectors: Open, Interoperable and International accepted standards. The stakeholders are: IEC, ISO, ITU, UN and a lot of user groups. TC215 has collaboration agreement between CEN, ISO and HL7. This brings HL7 close to the MuO. The targets of the study are first of all intended to reach more awareness about ebXML in Healthcare. We have to discover the benefits of ebXML for TC215. How can TC215 support the activities of ebXML for all the sectors? At the end of March the e-Business Task Force (ISO ebXML study groups) has to give recommendations to the TC during the Montreal meeting. 

EbXML started at the end of the 1990’s as the succeeder of EDIfact. XML and Internet communication was growing very fast, but without standardizing the semantics. In ebXML are W3C, OASIS and UN/cefact working together. OASIS for the payload independent parts and UN/cefact for the semantics. UN/cefact has a lot of working groups (e.g. TBG10 for Healthcare). EbXML is not only related to message development, but it standardizes the whole stack including the Agreements, Registries, Processes, etc. UML is used and there is a functional syntax in depended approach for developing messages based upon models. For the semantic part de Core Components (CC) and Business Information Entities (BIE) are very important (in a way you can compare them which CEN GPICs and HL7 CMETs). There are common CC for all the sectors and special CC to be developed by each sector (e.g. Healthcare). 

The knowledge of OASIS and UN/cefact is formalized by ISO TC154 in the range ISO 15000 standards:

1. Collaborations protocol profile and agreement specification (ebCPP)

2. Message service specification (ebMS)

3. Registry Information model

4. Registry Services Specification

5. Core Component Technical Specification (CCTS)

The CCTS is resulting in a repository with a lot of Core Components

	Agenda item 5

ebXML and ISO 15000 at a glance (Dale Moberg, Jacques Durand)


Presented are the 2 versions of ebXML Messaging. The Functional areas and releases of ebXML include:

· Messaging ebMS. A SOAP extension. Version 2.0 will be replaced by Version 3.0 (End of 2007)

· Data Integration CCTS. Core Components 2.1 (basis for UBL, CAM, OAGIS)

· Business Collaboration ebBP. Business Process Specification Schema

· Registry Repository ebRS and ebRIM. Version 3.0 Services and Protocol, Information Model

· Collaboration Agreements ebCPPA. Profile (CPP) and Agreement (CPA)

EbXML is more a framework than Architecture. OASIS approved ebMS Version 2 in 2002. ISO approved this standard in 2004 as ISO 15000-2. An improvement of OASIS (version 3) can be expected in 2007. Version 3 will be aligned to the current Web Services protocol standards.

	Agenda item 6

The working program of TC215 (Ken Toyoda)




Ken presented the actual work of TC215 working group 1. He used the minutes of the last meeting of WG1 in Geneva. In WG2 a work item is proposed “Registry framework for Clinical Documents”. The purpose of this framework is to specify the general framework of the Clinical Document Architecture in accordance with ebXML registry standards.

	Agenda item 8

Parts of ebXML already used in Health care (Paul Knapp, Edgar Glück)


Paul Knapp chairs the Special Interest Group of HL7 for XML (will be renamed in 2007). HL7 is using parts of ebXML (e.g. for the Message Delivery & Message Wrapper). Paul is active for the Canadian Dental Association and knows that it is important for the Small and Medium Enterprises (SME’s) to have products built upon the ebXML vision. Paul presented the HL7 usage of ebXML in the UK, Norway and based upon his own experience in Canada. 

Monica Martin informed us about an example of HIPAA operating rules. Operational rules may be captured in the business process for insurance payments that involve the business process. Other information is confidential.

The Ride project: A roadmap for interoperability of eHealth Systems. This European project leads to a set of recommendations at the European level. Involved are IHE and a lot of European countries. There is a profile draft: “Integrated Health Enterprise profile using ebBP and Business transaction”. Asuman Dogac can give more information. 

Edgar Glück: UN/cefact TBG10 (healthcare) started a project for the development of Core Components and BIEs in the healthcare domain a few years ago. HL7 agreed with the use of information from the RIM (CMETS) as input together with GPICS of CEN. The first submission was send to TBG17 for alignment with the other submissions (e.g. Trade, Banking, Insurance, Transport). TBG17 was not able to handle the submission in time. In meantime the rules for submission and the CCTS were improved and a new proposal is needed. During the last meeting of EEG9/TBG10 Europe it was decided to wait with the new proposal till more active healthcare experts are involved in the project.

Masaharu Obayashi informed the group about the work item of SC32/WG2: ISO/IEC FCD 19763-2 Information Technology “Metamodel for interoperability” Part-2: Core model. In this document is referred to the activities of UN/cefact, OASIS, OMG and HL7.

Overlap ebXML with HL7, TC215, Benefits for TC215, Cooperation OASIS, ISO, HL7 and UN/cefact

Preparation TC215 Montreal meeting and any other business


During the HL7 affiliates meeting Dr. Kwak indicated that one of the reasons to set up a Task Force on e-Business (study ebXML) was to discover whether ISO TC215 needs to be engaged in developing standards in the field of e-Business. Areas of interest are: ebXML, Patient administration, Insurance related business, EDI and healthcares.
After the today’s study meeting a summary of the meeting will be distributed among all the interested persons. At the same time a few questions will be attached regarding benefits for TC215, Possible overlap with HL7, ISO and ebXML, Future cooperation OASIS, ISO, HL7, UN/cefact and TC215.

Based upon these answers and the distributed documents Dr. Kwak and Mr. van Bommel will prepare an advice for the future to be discussed in Montreal (29-03-2007). Dr. Kwak informed Robert Stegwee of HL7 for the ISO follow-up and the link with HL7.
