2. Consequences of funding ballot
John report the Member Section funding ballot did not pass. We return to a non-funded Member Section work mode, as it has been up till now. The budget already established will be carried on and paid by OASIS, as well as the the planned CAT workshop which has commitment from OASIS management.
In light of being a non-funded Member Section, we are required to put forward a bid on capital spending or use of OASIS resources for central funding from OASIS in December 2011 for it to be included in the budgeting process.

· Purpose of the Member Section and if there is enough support

· Do we require new activities which energize the Member Section

· Is it time to move on? Change focus from e-Government to Transformational Government?

For all actions we need support from the members of the Member Section.
Views from Bob:

· Not collapse or close the MS but evolve it to Transformational Government
Views from Carol:

· A MS is a different kind of concept than a TC; there are different interests which can be brought into an MS. A MS is still required as an overarching mechanism.

· The past has shown interesting and successful events, e.g. ICS2011 has also been supported by the eGovernment MS
· MS has a track-record; StC has a good core of active members, but members of MS are not very active
· Maybe e-Government belongs to the 1990’s
John:

· eGov MS has been a good channel to bring in good content, e.g. ETSI
Gershon:

· e-Government Member Section – Do the members still feel connected?
· E.g. IDtrust has changed and moved over time from PKI to their current stage in order to move with their time
Peter Brown (Observer):

· Is there a take-up and demand from the member side to take away something?

· Legal XML, Parliament XML could have been in the MS, but don’t it fit?

· May be a Public Policy Member Section

Andy Hopkins (observer):
· Experience of getting governments to join: departments join for a specific goal, e.g. need Identity and Trust, so will join IDtrust. On an MS with a theme, agenda and related work members feel connected to and / or gives them their strategic interest? What are members strategically looking for or interested in?

· e-Government open source paper: refresh it
· Items from ICS2011: various subjects;  items seem unapproachable by governments; try and make them more tangible
· Patriot Act: paper outlining / articulating the issues

Update on Alerting workshop (Carol):

· Workshop is about the common alerting protocol; focus of workshop: policy issues on common alerting
· Lots of activity on the alerting workshop planned for next year in Montreal, together with Canadian government
· Currently in the process of finalizing the announcements, etc.

· World Bank has shown interest in this subject and workshop
