Agenda Items:

1. Discussion of SC Status

· David Layton reported on the results of the SC charter vote.  The charter was approved by SC ballot that concluded on April 18, with 8 SC members voting to approve, and no votes for disapproval.  

· David noted that team activities to date have centered on deliverable # 1 and plans for reviewing UBL TC deliverables, but that volunteers are needed and encouraged to contribute to the remaining four deliverables in the charter.

· John Borras asked about the SC’s experience with the Kavi tool.  To date, the SC has successfully used this tool to conduct the charter ballot, post/share documents, and the listserv feature, but has not exercised other features.

2. Discussion of Deliverable #1

· Graham Beaver presented a draft version of a white paper entitled “ Verification of ebXML Messaging for Use Within eGovernment”, and collected various comments and feedback from the SC.  Graham will incorporate the feedback into another iteration of the document for future review and further comment.  

· A number of issues related to the paper were raised for consideration, including the sustainability of the model presented in the paper, the need to allow for differing implementations of the model across government entities, and liaison with other relevant Groups and TCs such as the Security Service/SAML and ebXML Messaging TCs.  (Graham has already opened an informal dialog with Ian Jones, chairman of the latter TC).

· Graham will forward a copy of a presentation describing the current draft of the whitepaper to the SC listserv, and be prepared to provide a synopsis at the TC meeting on May 8.

3. Discussion of the UBL Review

· Jouko Salonen discussed the planning for the SC’s review of the recently completed work of the UBL TC:

· Review team members will include Tim Benson (UK), Arthur Brunson (US/GSA), representatives from Finland’s Ministry of Finance and Hansel (former government procurement office – now privatized), and possibly representatives from Denmark and Germany.

· A spreadsheet reflecting the data model for the UBL Component Language will be available for team review on June 2 (no XML schema will be available), and the validation is to be completed by July 14.

· Jouko will schedule and conduct follow-up discussions with reviewers to define a working plan, clarify the requirements and coordinate activities.

· Jouko and Jon Bosak emphasized the need for frequent and early collaboration amongst participants to ensure coordinated and timely results.

· Jon noted (for information purposes only - no impact on the SC review) that RosettaNet is conducting a parallel review of the UBL component language

4. Admin Matters

· A discrepancy in the scheduling for the May 8 TC meeting was noted; the original meeting notice cited a GMT time, whereas the actual time is London time.  John Borras will send a correction notice to the TC listserv.
