ebXML and Government Data.

Lets call Government Common Components (GovCC) those specific pieces of data that are commonly used across a government.

ebXML core components (CC) are common or “general” building blocks that basically can be used across several business sectors. 

Common goals of the GovCC and ebXML CC allow reuse of the ebXML framework in the government Data Modeling, e.g. date, amount, currency, account, party …
That means easier integration with a non-Government partners, if both use the ebXML framework.

Same argumentation can be applied to messaging standards.
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This is, why ebXML adoption could enhance not only G2G, but also G2World (G2Citizen, G2Business, G2Organization...) interoperability and allow easier access and use of government services.
Government Specific Domain Components.

Current ebXML CCs are tailored for the Private Sector needs. 

As the diagram illustrates, there are domain-independent CC, reusable domain components and domain specific components.

To describe a government business, we will need some Government Specific Domain Components.
Public Sector covers some government unique domains (law, customs, elections, citizenship, licensing, registrations, police, transport infrastructure, defense…). 

Each government will develop specific data models (Core Components) and try to share information with other parties. 

It could be very helpful to have specialized ebXML CC for eGovernment and a consistent way to export/import such information. 

Example:

will require a new CC, like “legal status” – citizen, immigrant, refugee… for the Governmental purpose.
Addressing each box in Conceptual Level Public Service Model (the simplest I know) could reveal other core components, which are same, similar or analogous across governments and will enable interoperability by utilizing eGov business.
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Questions:

1) Is it a need for GovCC ?

2) Is it a feasible task?
3) Who could develop them – eGov TC, ebXML Core Components Project Team, …?
Deliverable’s name could be something like “eGov Core Component Dictionary”
