A quorum of voting members was in attendance.  Elysa chaired the start of the meeting and Rex Brooks acted as secretary.

The meeting notes from January 13, 2017 were reviewed.  Elysa moved to approve as amended, Rex seconded.  The notes were approved with all in favor.

Rex noted that he received an email from Eliot that referenced another event list and appended at the end of these notes. He forwarded the email to the EM CAP SC list at https://www.oasis-open.org/apps/org/workgroup/emergency-cap/email/archives/201701/msg00011.html
Norm suggested that the list should be a table of lookups and equivalences. Elysa said that where there are many terms for a certain thing such as freezing water the list should reflect that. David noted that he agreed with Norm that the list we generate is not one that that would be mandatory, but only to be as a common reference.
David also suggested that we consider making the list hierarchical by categories such as meteorological, law enforcement, etc. Elysa said she favors a flat list, and Norm noted that a flat list follows the fact that <event> is a required CAP element and <eventCode> is not. 
Rex said we should be careful to make clear that this list is intended to be a reference, and not mandatory.

Norm also noted that a given event term may fall into one or more categories and that category is also a required element. 
Rex asked if we’re at the point where we can ask for suggested formats for the list. Norm suggested the master <event> term in the first column with equivalent terms in the second column. Elysa agreed. Norm also suggested that a third column could contain the optional <eventCode> for the term in the first column.

David asked what our plans are for this committee this year, and Elysa said from her perspective that we should get the Practices Guide finalized and published before the CAP Workshop and then get back to our work on the next version of CAP. Norm said he sees no hurry to move on the CAP 2.0. Rex noted that we must also include work on the errata for CAP v1.2 in our plans for completion before the next CAP Workshop. 
Elysa noted that she is aware of Google’s use of JSON for CAP and the EM RIM SC is working on the problem of providing JSON representation of the EDXL standards and we need to be aware of those efforts, too. Elysa said she thinks we should ask for guidance from the EM TC on moving forward with this SC’s work.

Elysa noted that the CAP Workshop will be held in Rome, Italy Sept 20-21, 2017.

The meeting concluded with David moving to adjourn and Norm seconding, all in favor.
