On the last SC call, the group agreed that the specification must include one message structure diagram (previously referred to as “Document Object Models”) for each Resource Message.  These are intended to be non-normative, providing ease of reference and understanding for implementers.  The group agreed to choose a tool (the current model is written in Visual Paradym), re-develop the current Element Reference Model, and copy/tailor that model to create each message diagram.  

1. Karen has completed her work and loaded the latest document to kavi.  The latest version is called “EDXL-RM-WD-V10-R0015”
1. Tool decision – A recommendation is to be determined between Tom, Gary, Patti, Rex and Tim (Visio or ArgoUML were suggested)

2. Re-draw the element reference diagram (ERD) and distribute for review.

3. Troll for one or move volunteers to use the “ERD” as a template to create one or move message structure diagrams prior to the FtoF

4. Determine a process to continue development of message structure diagrams during the FtoF.
