1.3 Structure of the EDXL Resource Message

The EDXL Resource Message specification applies to 16 separate specific message types related to the major communication purposes involved in the allocation of resources pertaining to preparation for, response to and remediation of emergency incidents.

The non-normative Element Reference Model diagram in Figure 2 in Section 3.2 shows the abstract structural relationships of the main components:

1. The EDXL_ResourceMessage itself is the top level element of this specification as a whole, and contains the component elements that identify and describe the message with information such as ID, DateTime, ContactInformation MessageDescription and previous message references;
2. An IncidentInformation element, that identifies and describes the incident with which the message is concerned;

3. A MessageRecall element needed when a message updates or cancels a previous message;
4. A Funding element that specifies applicable codes and specific funding information;

5. A ResourceInformation element associated with:
a. A Resource  element to identify and describe the specific resource or resources with which the message is concerned, such as ID, Name, Type and Description, specifically including:
i. An OwnershipInformation element; and,

ii. A ResourceStatus element
b. A ResponseInformation element that identifies the Resource to which it applies, specifies the ResponseType such as Accept or Decline, a ResponseCode and ResponseReason;

c. An AssignmentInformation element  to specify information such as Quantity, PriceQuote and Order ID, specifically including:

i. An AssignmentInstructions element for specifying ModeOfTransportation, NavigationInstructions and ReportingInstructions; and,

d. A ScheduleInformation element to specify a ScheduleType, such as requested and actual arrivals and departures, DateTime and Location
6. A ContactInformation element is organized separately to be reused in Resource Message Elements as needed, and it reuses the OASIS Customer Information  Quality Specifications;
7. A LoationType element is organized separately to be reused in Resource Message elements as needed, and it reuses the geo-oasis:WhereType;
8. A ValueListType element is organized and specified separately to be reused in Resource Message elements as needed.
