· CAP version 07 was a draft.  

· Everything that was in that draft was put into Justice Data Dictionary and put to example and rewrote using

· in synch with what first responders will end up using (cover all of Justice Community)

· It appeared to SC that hanges weren’t brought into OASIS process

· changes were brought into list

· No one wants an application that will just support CAP – need to expand

· Committee should look at all the processes and sees what is best for all

· Law enforcement was looking at own agenda – appears that these groups need to work together.

· CAP process seems quite limited to single message

· Justice covers probation, court, law enforcement, national communications but this is an open process and wants feedback

· CAPS should cover fire, EMS and civil emergency management – not covered by Justice

Gary - Which venue will set the standard

In the end it will be the OASIS body.  Input from various stakeholders from SC, TCs and OASIS bodies.  JDC expecting inputs into their processes.

Look at Justice Data Dictionary and defined very well.  But can write schemas that are validated by JDD but can’t talk to each other at all.

Eliot Everything has a context.   Can be viewed by context of JDD and owned by JDD people.  Its their view.  CAPS own context needs only be true to itself.  It can be imported into amber alerts and weather. Otherwise need to synchronize to every single thing and is not possible

Federal areas not process says to us 11179 naming conventions?  Does not prefer any particular naming conventions, gives you guidelines to consider.  Is not mandatory on the way 

Eliot May should review the federal guidelines on how to use that process – has a recommendation.

Data dictionary and importation from one scheme to another is a long discussions.  Lets’ makes ure there is a cononical data dictionary.  

Art - All of our thinking as transparent as possible in terms of soliciting input and growing our work product. 

How does the schema submitted to DHS compare to the existing CAP version.

Justice people assumed authority of standard by putting into their standard as purely CAP

Bottom line – no communication to SC or TC as to why changes were made to CAP or to make a decision on it.  Now there is split of authority.

Does the process that Justice use follow the guidelines on how to build a schema.  CAP doesn’t follow it.  Does CAP want to follow those directions.

SC needs to go through process so we can answer these types of questions

Go back to data dictionary and review and comment.  John will send out different process where we can send comments.  If not following data dictionary at least follow federal guidelines.
