The OASIS Emergency Management TC has approved the Emergency Data Exchange Language Resource Messaging (EDXL-RM) 1.0 as a Committee Draft and submitted the specification for public review. EDXL-RM 1.0 describes a suite of standard messages for data sharing among emergency and other information systems that deal in requesting and providing emergency equipment, supplies, people, and teams. The review ends June 8, 2007. The Committee Draft is available in HTML

1/25/2007:
The OASIS Emergency Management TC approved the Emergency Data Exchange Language (EDXL) Hospital AVailability Exchange (HAVE) v1.0 specification as a Committee Draft and submitted the package for public review. HAVE describes a standard message for data sharing among emergency information systems using the XML-based EDXL. The public review period ended 19 January 2007, and the submitted comments are currently under TC review. The Committee Draft is available in XHTML

Attendees from 16 different countries participated in last week's 'Workshop and Demonstration of Advances in ICT Standards for Public Warning' in Geneva, Switzerland  Companies including Warning Systems Inc., Hormann Warning Systems, MyStateUSA, and WorldSpace participated in demonstrations of the Common Alerting Protocol (CAP) OASIS Standard. Speakers from Australia, Hungary, Sri Lanka, and the United States discussed their implementations of CAP. The workshop concluded with a recommendation between the ITU-T and OASIS, among other interested international bodies, to cooperatively pursue the integration of CAP into other international standards efforts in support of Emergency Management and Disaster Reduction.



Overview
The mission of the EM-TC is to create incident and emergency-related standards for data interoperability. The TC welcomes participation from members of the emergency management community, developers and implementers, and members of the public concerned with disaster management and response.


Current EM-TC standard efforts:

· The Common Alerting Protocol (CAP), a data interchange standard for alerting and event notification applications, currently in version 1.1. CAP functions both as a standalone protocol and as a payload for EDXL messages. 

· The Emergency Data Exchange Language (EDXL) is a broad initiative to create an integrated framework for a wide range of emergency data exchange standards to support operations, logistics, planning and finance.
· EDXL Distribution Element (EDXL-DE)

· EDXL Hospital AVailability Exchange (EDXL-HAVE)
· EDXL Resource Message (EDXL-RM)
Members of the OASIS Emergency Management TC have voted to adopt the "RF on RAND" Intellectual Property Rights (IPR) mode for their work.
