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Overview

The following is research to support the OASIS eProcurement Standards (EPS) Technical Committee. This document describes the primary RosettaNet standard offerings that are supportive of the eProcurement processes.

RosettaNet eProcurement Standards 
RosettaNet standards are free and open for implementation.  They can be access on the RosettaNet.Org web site at:

The primary set of standards offered by RosettaNet are called Partner Interface Process® also PIP® or PIPs®.  These are XML based B2B messaging standards.  The first word of each PIP name describes the exchange pattern of the message.  ‘Request’ messages are two-way messages that require a business ‘response’ action typically with a decision like approve/disapprove. ‘Notify’ messages are one-way messages that require a system response to confirm receipt of the message.  ‘Distribute’ messages are one-way messages that do not require confirmation of receipt.

RosettaNet Specification Scope  
UNIVERSAL: RosettaNet has developed a set of Universal Structure.  These data blocks are generic and useful across all the RosettaNet standards for such topics as Company Information, Product Information, Financial Information, etc.

DOMAIN: RosettaNet is in the process of developing a comprehensive set of Domain models.  These domain models will structure the standard information into a logical relationships with define rules, and constraints. These domain models will be able to support the unique B2B requirements of multiple industries.

RosettaNet Specification Types  
CONTENT: RosettaNet standard specifications describe the content, structure, cardinality rules, and process constraints to support message exchange between two trading partners. These standards address a broad range of business process applications, with Order Management as a core process. These standard XML messages are supported by a set of defined business terms (dictionaries), codes lists and unique identifiers.

RosettaNet has two data dictionaries:

· RNBD – Business Dictionary that describes terms by title, description and attributes.

· RNTD – Technical Dictionary that describes product in terms of form, fit and function.

RosettaNet uses of these unique identifiers related to Company:

· National Standard Industry Classification (NIACS)

· Data Universal Numbering Systems (D-U-N-S®) for Company Identifier

· Bank Identifier Code (BIC)

· Standard Carrier Alpha Code (SCAC) code for Transportation

RosettaNet uses of these unique identifiers related to Product:

· UNSPSCTM for Global Class Identifier for Product Categorization

· Global Trade Item Number (GTIN) for Product Identifier

· MIME codes for File Type Identifier

RosettaNet uses a variety of Code Lists:

· Reference ISO Codes for Country (ISO 3166-3), Currency (ISO 4217), and Language (ISO 636-2)

PROCESS: RosettaNet standards include descriptions of the end-to-end ebusiness process.  Trading partners must align internal business processes to these standard ‘public’ processes.  The eBusiness Processes are enabled by RosettaNet Partner Interface Processes (PIPs).

RosettaNet also created and maintains an implementation framework (RNIF) to enable the secure transport, routing and packaging of XML messages across the internet. 
METHOD: RosettaNet partners publish implementation guides that assist new implementers in using the individual PIP standards.   The RosettaNet Implementations Guides (RIGs) are available in the Support section of the Web site.

RosettaNet Users and Implementers 
RosettaNet standards are global.  Regional affiliate organizations are formed to support implementation, but all standards are developed for a global audience.  RosettaNet tracks the use of Standards by using Board Member scorecards and Program scorecards.  Implementations for RosettaNet Procurement standards can be counted in the thousands.

RosettaNet standards have been created by the high-technology companies in the following industries:

· Semiconductor Manufacturing (SM)

· Electronic Components (EC)

· Information Technology (IT)

RosettaNet is actively extending into additional industries.  A newly formed Telecommunications Council (TC) will begin to participate in standards development for the TC industry in 2004.  Effort is also underway to engage with the global logistics carriers and Third-Party Logistics (3PL) service providers.

In addition to the RosettaNet members, RosettaNet standards are being implemented in the chemical and petroleum industries.  RosettaNet has been chosen the eCustoms standard for Malaysia.

RosettaNet and SWIFT have collaborated on a Payment program to allow Sellers to automatically reconcile accounts receivables.  This is enabled by the cooperative development of standards between RosettaNet and SWIFT.  Trading Partners exchange RosettaNet Remittance Advice while also using SWIFT standards to exchange payment directions/receipts with their banking partners.  New product offerings were announced this week at the global banking event called SIBOS.  This will enabled RosettaNet standards to add direct value in many new industries for the Payment process alone, as reconciling accounts receivables is typically a high cost and manual activity.
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
