AGIA Instruction Amendments

Current Grammar
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Select InsertInBody if inserting without striking in the body.
Examples:
On page 1, before line 1, insert:


On page 2, between lines 7 and 8, insert:

On page 8, below line 26, insert:

On page 2, line 4, after "arts," insert:
Rules

· Select “before…” if inserting before the first line of the body of the bill. (BR014)

· Select “between…” if inserting after the end of a line that is not the last line on the page. (BR015)
Question: BR015 omits the comma before “insert”.  However, it would be more consistent to include the comma and most existing examples include it.  Can we include the comma?
· Select “below…” if inserting after the end of the last line on the page. (BR019)
· Select “line…” if inserting after the first word and before the last word of a line. (BR016, BR017)
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Select InsertInHeadingOrTitle if inserting without striking in the heading or the title.

Examples:
Between lines 1 and 2 of the heading, insert:

Below line 1 of the heading, insert:

In line 1 of the title, after "act" insert:
Rules

· Select “between…” if inserting after the end of a line that is not the last line on the page.

· Select “below…” if inserting after the end of the last line on the page.

· Select “in line…” if inserting after the first word and before the last word of a line. (BR010)
· Select “…heading,” if inserting in the heading.

· Select “…title,” if inserting in the title.

Question: Do users insert before the first line of the heading or title?  If so, how is this written?  
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Select StrikeInBody if striking in the body.

Examples:
On page 3, line 37, strike out "expenses that"

On page 3, line 1, strike out the comma

On page 3, line 24, strike out "project" strike out line 25 and in line 26, strike out "(6)"

Strike out pages 2 to 4, inclusive

On page 3, line 37, strike out "expenses that" strike out lines 38 to 40, inclusive, strike out
 


pages 5 and 6, on page 7, strike out lines 1 to 6, inclusive, and in line 7, strike out

Rules

· Select the first StrikeInBodyLine if the strike is a partial line, or begins with a partial line.

· Select the first StrikeBodyLines if one or more whole lines are stricken without striking the whole page.  Exception: Select this branch if all the body lines on page 1 are stricken. (BR024?)
· Select StrikePages if one or more whole pages are stricken.  Exception: Do not select this branch for page 1, even if all the body lines on page 1 are stricken.
· Select the second StrikeBodyLines if the remaining strike begins with one or more whole lines at the top of the following page. (BR025?)
· Select the second StrikeInBodyLine if the remaining strike is a partial line. (BR028?, BR033?)
· Select C (connector) between any two clauses that are selected
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Rules
· Select “on page…” if the current page has not been referenced yet in the instruction.
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Rules
· Select “page…” for one page.

· Select “pages… and…” for two pages.

· Select “pages… to…” for three or more pages.

· Omit the comma after “inclusive” if it is at the end of the instruction
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Select StrikeInHeadingOrTitle if striking in the heading or the title.

Examples:
In line 6 of the title, strike out the second "and"

In lines 2 and 3 of the title, strike out ", and making an appropriation therefor"

Strike out line 2 of the heading

In line 1 of the heading strike out "Committee on Governmental Organization (Jerome" strike
 


out lines 2 to 5, inclusive, of the heading
Rules

· Select the first StrikeInHTLine if strike is a partial line, or begins with a partial line.

· Select StrikeHTLines if one or more whole lines are stricken.

· Select the StrikeInLine if the remaining strike is a partial line.

· Select C (connector) between any two clauses that are selected
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Rules
· Select “in line…” if the remaining strike is not a partial line. (BR011)
· Select “in lines…” if the remaining strike is a partial line.  Combine the two strike clauses. (BR012)
· Select “…heading,” if striking in the heading.

· Select “…title,” if striking in the title.
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Rules
· Select “…heading,” if striking in the heading.

· Select “…title,” if striking in the title.
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Select StrikeAndInsert if striking and inserting in any part of the document. (BR001)
Examples:
Strike out lines 3 and 4 of the heading and insert:

Strike out line 1 of the title, in line 2, strike out "and to add Section 1250.12" and insert:

On page 5, line 1, strike out the blank and insert:
Rules

· Select StrikeInBody if striking and inserting in the body.

· Select StrikeInHeadingOrTitle if striking and inserting in the heading or title.
Shared Fragments
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Rules

· Select “in” if the immediately preceding clause is a StrikeLines and the current clause does not reference a page.  Request: Can we simplify this rule to always include the word “in” when referencing something within a line?
Current language examples:

· On page 6, line 7, strike out “arts”

· On page 6, line 7, after “arts” insert:

Suggested language examples:

· On page 6, in line 7, strike out “arts”

· On page 6, in line 7, after “arts” insert:
· Select “line…” if a partial line is stricken and the strike does not continue onto part of the next line.

· Select “lines…” if the stricken text straddles two partial lines on the same page.  Then combine the partial strikes into one clause. (BR029)
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Rules

· Select “line…” for one line. (BR020)
· Select “lines… and…” for two lines. (BR021)
· Select “lines… to…” for three or more lines. (BR013, BR022, BR024)
· Omit the comma after “inclusive” if it is at the end of the instruction

Basic Elements
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Rules

· Select the punctuation one of the designated punctuation characters by itself. (BR023)
· “blank” refers to four consecutive underscore characters. (BR023)
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Rules

· Select the punctuation branch if the insertion point is immediately following one of the designated punctuation characters. (BR023, BR030)

Question:  What are the business rules for referring punctuation versus referring to a quoted word followed by the punctuation?  For example:

· In line 3 of the title, after “216,” insert:  (BR051)

· In line 3 of the title, after the comma, insert: (BR030)
· Select one of the Ordinal branches when there is more than one occurrence of the referenced content on the line. (BR051, BR018, BR031)
· “blank” refers to four consecutive underscore characters. (BR023)
· Question: What are the business rules for selecting the word(s) in “____”?  In most cases, it is a single word (e.g. “arts”).  However, when it is a section or heading number, the entire phrase is used (e.g. “SEC. 1.3.”, “Article XII C”).  If it is a number, the whole number is used (e.g. “5,000,000”).  If it is a parenthesized character or word, the parentheses are included (e.g. “(e)”, “(WSCC)”).  What are the business rules for the word selection?
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Rules

· Select the comma to be the connector with two exceptions:

· Select “and” between the last two clauses when there is no following “and insert” clause.

· Select nothing if the connector would have been a comma but the prior clause ends in quoted text.  Request: Can we eliminate this exception and use the comma after quoted text?
Current language example:

· On page 1, line 5, strike out “arts” strike out line 6 and insert:

Suggested language example:

· On page 1, line 5, strike out “arts”, strike out line 6 and insert:

Suggestion: Consider changing the connector from a comma to a semicolon to distinguish it from the comma between page and line specifications.
Current language example:

· On page 1, line 5, strike out the period, strike out line 6, in line 7, strike out “Arts” and insert:

· On page 1, line 5, strike out the period; strike out line 6; in line 7, strike out “Arts” and insert:

	Rule 4.
	Use the semicolon to separate units of a series when one or more of the units contain commas.

	
	Example:
	This conference has people who have come from Boise, Idaho; Los Angeles, California; and Nashville, Tennessee.


General Rules
· Any contiguous strike out must be contained in one amendment, even if it is on separate lines, or pages. (BR002)
· Although the business practice is to strikeout and insert the space preceding text being replaced, do not include that space in the instruction amendment. (BR004)
· Capitalize the first word of each instruction.

· Separate clauses by a single space

· Do not put a period at the end of instructions.

· The line numbers for the Heading always start at one.  When part or all of the Title is in strikeout, those lines contribute to the line count.

· The line numbers for the Title always start at one.  When part or all of the Title is in strikeout, those lines contribute to the line count (BR009)
Request: Consider changing the language referring to the heading and the title to be consistent with the reference to pages in the body. This would simplify the rules significantly and reduce the number of combinations.

Current language example:

· Body:
On page 1, strike lines 1 to 5, inclusive, and insert:

· Heading:
Strike lines 1 to 5, inclusive, of the heading and insert:

Strike lines 1 to 5, inclusive, of the title and insert:
