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Recommendations: Specification Testing

1) Definition:  TC means the OASIS LegalXML Member Section Electronic Court Filing Technical Committee.

2) Test criteria should be established prior to testing, and included in the specification Requirements document.

3) Test criteria should be grouped into Conformance Levels, with successively more complex elements of the specification tested at each Level.

4) The base Conformance Level should involve testing of all "critical" elements of the specification as described in the specification. 
a) Interoperability requirements, if appropriate for the specification, shall be included in the base Conformance Level.

5) The scope of test criteria should not extend beyond the specification being tested, unless expressly incorporated from another document.
6) Each OASIS member participant should report separately to the TC on its experience:

a) Reports must conform to a template provide by the TC;

b) A TC member may represent a non-member participant in this regard (e.g., GCAC for the courts involved in its tests).

7) A Proposed Standard may advance to a Recommended Standard:

a) When three members involved in at least two independent testing trials have formally reported success with the base Compliance Level criteria; and, 

b) When it has been enhanced with implementation details sufficient for developers to produce products, and/or,

c) When it has met other criteria approved for it by the TC.
8) Any term used in specification testing criteria should be readily apparent from the context or in the case of doubt or uncertainty, expressly defined within the text of the testing criteria.
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
